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Contact CDXA Members in VHF Contest

A team of CDXA members will be operating in the
ARRL June VHF contest June 9 and 10. The team con-
sists of Ron Bailey (AA4S), Paul Trotter (AA4ZZ),
Scott Douglass (K2SD), Ken Boyd (K4DXA), Gary
Dixon (K4MQG), Bill Fisher (W4GRW), Roger Webb
(W4MW) and Ted Goldthorpe (W4VHF)  They will
operate from atop a 5000 foot mountain outside Boone,
North Carolina.

Many of the contest contacts will be on SSB or CW,
and all CDXA members are encouraged to work the
contest station.  Those CDXA members with only 2 me-
ter or 70cm FM radios can also help the team with con-
tacts. From their mountaintop site, the team will be us-
ing the call AA4ZZ and should be able to work fixed
and mobile stations in most of  the western and Pied-
mont areas of North and South Carolina on 2 meter FM.
The contest runs from 2:00 PM on Saturday, June 9 un-
til 11:00 PM on Sunday, June 10.  Two meter FM sim-
plex frequencies used during the contest are 146.49,
146.55, and 146.58. The team will be looking for
CDXA members especially at 3 PM on both days on
146.49 FM simplex. If you have 50 Mhz. or 222 Mhz.
capabilities the team would like to work you there as
well.

The team has done quite well in VHF contests in recent
showings considering the operating venue here in the
Carolinas does not have the population density within
line-of-sight communications as do those operating in
the Northeast or in the Sierra Nevada mountains along
the California coast.  If you’d like to know a little more
about the technology of a VHF contest, read the article
by Paul Trotter, below.

Interesting VHF Contest   Facts
By Paul Trotter AA4ZZ

1.   The Importance of Portable and Mobile Stations                                                                              .
The Multioperator category is dominated by mountain
top portable stations that set up semi-field day style on
mountain tops to create a very tall antenna tower.  The
top stations erect large stacks of yagis for just one
weekend.  In addition there is Rover category which
consists of mobile stations that move from site to site
during the contest.  It is amazing how some of the sta-
tions mount radios and small yagi antennae for 4 or
more bands on their car or van

2.   The Use of HF Radios.                                         At the AA4ZZ multiop sta-
tion you will find a Yeasu FT-1000MP, a Kenwood TS-

930, and an Icom IC-751A.  No, we are not working 20
meters, we are using them to drive transverters for the
VHF bands.  The typical multimode VHF radio will ex-
perience extreme front end overload if used on a moun-
tain top that is line of sight from another mountain top
contest station.  The transverters from SSB Electronics
and Downeast Microwave in conjunction with a good
HF radio do much better with these very strong signal
levels.

3.   We work a long way on these bands.                                                              Most HF op-
erators are surprised to find out the distances that we
regularly work in a contest.  For example, on 432 Mhz
from the AA4ZZ site near Boone, NC to the Northeast
we regularly work into Pennsylvania.  We often work
Connecticut, and one year we worked all the way to
Cape Cod, Massachusetts.

4.   The VHF bands are unpredictable                                                       .   Even to a 25
year veteran of VHF contesting like myself, propagation
always provides surprising contacts.  For example the
sudden appearance of station in central Florida on an
otherwise dead 222 Mhz band in the middle of the after-
noon; a typically slow time, is never unexpected.

5.   The importance of each contact                                                   .   With a leading
multiop station working perhaps 800 contacts in the
weekend, each individual contact is much more valu-
able than in a typical HF contest.  Therefore, it is very
important to work each station on as many bands as
possible.  It is also very important to work many sta-
tions who are not actively participating in the contest
and who, in fact, may not even know it is going on.

6.   If you move, you can work everyone over again                                                                             .
The multiplier is longitude/latitude blocks called grid
squares.  If a mobile station crosses into another square
it can rework all the stations it has contacted for a new
point.  For example Charlotte is in EM95 but if you
drive south of Weddington or Fort Mill you enter
EM94.  A number of CXDA members make this trip in
the VHF contests (thanks guys!).  If you want to know
your grid square, go to www.amsat.org/cgi-bin/gridconv
or just ask someone active on the VHF bands.

 Paul and the gang would really appreciate the help of
a few rovers in the upcoming contest now that you know
the value of each contact.  Give Paul a call if you’d like
to get started in VHF contesting at this level.

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Big World Gets Smaller

Ham radio has a way of making this great big world of
ours seem not so big.  Several weeks ago while updating
the mail list for the Pileup, I noticed the familiar call-
sign of N4AA, Carl Smith, as one who recently joined
(or should I say rejoined) the ranks of CDXA.  For
those that don’t know Carl, he publishes a weekly DX
newsletter called QRZ DX.  In an email exchange with
Carl welcoming him to CDXA, he sent me a compli-
mentary issue of the newsletter for April 9 in PDF for-
mat.  On the front page of that issue was a picture of
Michael Dimitrakakis of Crete.

A few days later I decided to check out DX “new ones”
for which I had not yet received a QSL card.  When I
found a contact with Crete had not yet been confirmed,
I went to QRZ.com to get an address for a resend.  QRZ
had a website and email address listed for my contact.  I
went to the website out of curiosity and found my QSO
was the one and the same operator, SV9CVY, as identi-
fied by the very same picture I had seen in QRZ DX!   I
surfed the website and enjoyed seeing Michael’s an-
tenna construction project.  (More on that in a minute.) I
then wrote SV9CVY with the details of our QSO asking
him if I was in the log.  I got a quick reply stating I was.
In one of several friendly email exchanges that ensued,
Michael provided me with some great photos of his an-
tenna project.  (How can anyone resist talking about
their pride and joy, especially after I complemented him
on his nice web site.)  So, it is clear that the threads we
weave come together in unusual ways.

Below is the “hole” for Micheal’s 90 foot standalone
antenna.

The hole is 12 feet by 12 feet by 14 feet deep and took
about 48 cubic yards of concrete to fill.  That’s about 50
tons of concrete for those not so fast with the numbers.

Below is a picture of the partially poured base:

As you can see, the “face” of the tower is pretty big.
Michael states on his website that the tower was in-
tended as a cellular tower weighing 4.8 tons and that he
was able to acquire it from a friend.  It is 90 feet tall as
shown in the picture below showing it next to his house:

There are some other great pictures on Michael’s web-
site about constructing both the tower and antennas.  As
an added bonus, there are some beautiful pictures of
Crete that will make you yearn for making Crete your
next DXpedition venue.
