I am pleased to report that we achieved our goal of totaling more than 20 Mil-
lion points in our aggregate club score for the CQ Worldwide Contests.  That
does not count 7.8 Million points amassed by our members who live outside the
required radius for which we may count scores when totaling our club score.
An exception to this rule, of course, is that scores of members on contest DX-
peditions who live within the required radius may be counted.  Confused yet?
We’ll explain it next year, but for now, let’s celebrate.

Forty members of CDXA reported their CQWW participation.  Thirty-nine
earned an award.

Many members of CDXA were saddened to learn that
Dave Kennedy, N4SU, became a Silent Key on Decem-
ber 27.  Dave was one of those legendary figures of
DXing.  So, when your editor wanted to interview Dave
for the “Roving Reporter” column back in 2001, he was
surprised when Dave denied the request.  Instead Dave
offered a humorous piece written by his wife Sonja in
1963 depicting what life with a DXer is all about.  It told
the inside story about Dave, and after reading Sonja’s
recount, I felt I really knew the man.  You are encour-
aged to revisit the September 2001 and October 2001
issues of the PILEUP in the CDXA archives on our
website.  You’ll not be disappointed in rereading Sonja’s
article.

Dave’s accomplishments cannot go unmentioned.  Here
is how Carl Smith reported Dave’s passing in the Jan-
uary 5, 2005 issue of QRZ DX:

Bill Tippett, W4ZV reports that Dave Kennedy,
N4SU, passed away on Monday, December 27 after
failing health over the past several months.  Bill said,
“Dave was one of the truly great DXers and was at
the top of the DXCC Honor Roll for many years.
Dave became interested in 160 meters in the 1980’s
and reached DXCC 295 and WAZ on 160 before
health problems prevented him from operating.”

Dave was on the air 63 years starting with W9TWC
in Indianapolis 1935-41; W8BRA in Ohio 1946-56;
W9LSY and W9DL in Illinois 1966-98.

Dave is survived by his wife Sonja and one daugh-
ter.  Sonja has requested that anyone wishing to
make a memorial in his name contribute to Hospice
of Stokes County; P.O. Box 10; Danbury, NC 27106.

“Spellbound” in the British Virgin Islands

In the week following Thanksgiving 2004, I had my first
taste of being on “the other end” of a DX QSO.  After a
26 year absence, I returned to the British Virgin Islands
to sail a bareboat charter for a week.  I operated
“maritime mobile” aboard SPELLBOUND, the Voyage
440 catamaran pictured below.  The vessel sleeps 8 in
four “staterooms”, each containing a queen-sized bed.
Each stateroom has its own head.  My crewmates—
XYL, Barb, and three other couples—lived aboard for a
week, never “landing” except for anchoring or tying up
to a mooring.  Our trips ashore were via our inflatable
dinghy powered by a small outboard motor.  You can
see the detailed floorplan of the boat at
www.voyagecharters.com                                         and ww.voyageyachts.com                                  .
An onboard inverter provided 110v. AC power for
“creature comforts”--microwave oven and blender.

The folks at Voyage Yachts were very accommodating
in connecting a pigtail I provided to the boat’s battery
bus to power my Yaesu FT-100D transceiver.  My an-

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tennas were PAR Electronics End-Fedz, half wave an-
tennas for 17m and 20m, suspended from a spare hal-
yard and tied off to the bow pulpit.  I operated with 85
watts output.  Some RF feedback into my audio was
quickly resolved by slightly raising the feed point of the
antenna, and by wrapping ten turns of coaxial feedline
around a plastic soda bottle to produce a current balun.
(Picture below shows this handiwork!)

(Continued from page 4) harbors which used to have a single steel drum band
playing now have amplified guitars and keyboards blar-
ing across the water from several bistros seeking your
attention.  Much of the original ambiance is now lost.

Islands visited were Jost Van Dyke, Norman Island,
Marina Cay, Virgin Gorda, Anegada and Tortola.   Be-
cause of the somewhat tricky approach to the anchorage
from surrounding reefs, Anegada is the least visited is-
land of the archipelago.

Contesting from the ‘Other Side’

Back in the August 2004 issue of The Pileup, we told
the story of two of our “International” members,
IN3ZNR (“Brix”) and IN3QBR (Mauro) operating
the CQWW Champion Multi-Multi station IH9P in
2002.  At the time, I did not realize the IH9P crew—
this time without Brix and Mauro—had repeated as
CQWW champs in the Multi-Two category in 2003.
Brix advised me in early autumn that the team was
going back to Pantelleria Island (African Italy) to
operate as Multi-Single in 2004.  I recently received
the note below from Brix—The Editor

Hello John—
I'm sending some pictures and story about last opera-
tions from Pantelleria Island, African Italy, where I op-
erated in the multi single team of IH9P.  Well here some
notes, please translate it in English.  Thanks, HI HI.
(Brix does just fine with English, so I’ll let him tell
his own story—Editor)
After to have won Multi Multi in 2002 and Multi Two in
2003, the team of IH9P reached Pantelleria Island for to
try achieve again number one in world, but in a new cat-
egory—“Multi single".  This was the challenge of the
whole crew.  I joined others members in the island Mon-
day, October 25.  We spent almost the entire week to
install antennas and set up stations.  The towers are the
total of 4.  Two (4 elem. 20 meter and 5 elem 15 meter
monobanders) directly on the cliff.  The 10 meter 6
elem. and tribander 3 elem. on the roof of resort.  For
low bands, a foursquare array for 40 meters, quarter
wave vertical full size for 80 meters, Titanex for 160
meters.  For receiving on 80 and 160 we put on the
shore two beverages and two miniloop.  Three operator
positions were set up in the rooms: two as runner and
one for multiplier.  The rigs were two FT1000-MP and

The trip was not designed to be a DXpedition, since I
was to be maritime mobile and I was sharing my
“shack” with 7 others.  Most of my operating time was
either before we set sail in the morning or at cocktail
hour.  I am pleased to report that in my short list of con-
tacts I was able to work CDXA members Gary Dixon
(K4MQG) and Mac Wood (W4PVT).

Twenty-six years resulted in many changes in the BVI.
Formerly (and even today) navigating was easily done
using bearings to prominent geographical objects, but the
arrival of GPS now makes navigating a snap.  VHF ra-
dio to communicate to the charter base has been sup-
planted by cell phones, although VHF is still used to
make reservations for dinner at the many restaurants
ashore.  In 1978, the sailboat charter business was in its
infancy, and most harbors and inlets required one to be
proficient at anchoring.  Today, all of the harbors I vis-
ited have a multitude of moorings which, for a mooring
fee, relieves you of the fear of an anchor dragging dur-
ing the night if a wind comes up.  My greatest disap-
pointment was finding that many serene, palm tree-lined

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one FT1000-D.  The grand total of operators was 12.
Everybody has his time as runner, co-runner and multi-
plier.  Every hour we've uploaded into one laptop the
numbers of QSO and multipliers.  Before contest, our
chief strategist gave us a target to follow for every sin-
gle hour.  During the entire contest one of us had the
misson to  decide which band to run, checking continu-
ously the bands.  This meant we had to jump around
several times in some hours, to let us run at high rate.
Every thing went well and equipment didn't have inter-
ference, due to a perfect notch stub for every bands.
Only Sunday late afternoon we had a very strong wind
(real stormy weather) that knocked us out of low bands
for 80 and 160 m. (see pictures).  Despite this, we
reached our targeted score:
