CDXA Takes 1st Place in Field Day 2008

 CDXA, operating as W4DXA from the QTH of AA4S, won Cate-
gory 5E nationwide by a wide margin in this year's Field Day event. 
We also smashed the previous Category 5E record of 9,202 points.  
W4DXA scored 13,950 points.  The second place entry scored 5,788 
points.  You can read how we did this on page 3 of the July 2008 
Pileup (http://www.cdxa.org/pileup/Archives/cdxa0807.pdf). 
 
 Here are some different ways to compare our scores to others: 
 

o   W4DXA was 1st among the 3 entries in Category 5E. 
      In 2007 we were in Category 4E and place 1st then, too. 
o   W4DXA was 12th among all 2,409 entries in all categories. 
      We were 16th in 2007. 
o   W4DXA was 1st among all 73 entries in the North Carolina 
      Section.  We were also 1st in 2007. 
o   W4DXA was 3rd among all 189 entries in the Roanoke

AA4ZZ Shines in June VHF Contest  
 If you’re a contester, you probably hang out on the 
“contest pages” of the ARRL website awaiting the ap-
pearance of the pre-publication reports of QST articles 
about contests.  Recently, the write-up of the ARRL 
June VHF QSO Party was posted.  A quick check 
showed the mountaintop crew of AA4ZZ placed 2nd in 
the Nation in the Limited Multioperator class.  A lit-
tle deeper in the article, one finds that the same team 
finished 1st in the Southeast in the Limited Mul-
tioperator category.  Placing in the top 10 nationally 
from the Southeast can be tough because VHF/UHF 
aficionados know that there is a distinct advantage of 
operating in the higher population density areas of the 
Northeast.  Yet, a wonderful Es opening from the central 
Carolinas to Arizona gave a boost to the southern states 
in June resulting in a number of record setting scores 
across the south. 
 
 It is always fun to play with statistics a bit.  In the me-
dium club category, CDXA finished 8th nationally as a 
club pointwise with 6 entrants.  But, if you divide the 
total submitted scores by the number of entrants, CDXA 
finished FIRST nationally in the medium club category 
with 108, 253 points per entrant.  The national big win-
ner using a points-per-entry method was Nocogdoches 
ARC in Texas which scored 290,521 points per entrant 
with only 5 entrants in the Local Club category!  The 
Murgas ARC in Wilkes-Barre, PA (also a Local Club 
entrant) also eclipsed CDXA amongst all clubs nation-
ally dropping CDXA to third nationally on a points per 
entrant basis for all clubs entries.  Still, not bad! 
 
 Of course, all club entries for CDXA are aided im-
mensely by those of you who get on your VHF/UHF 
rigs during these contests to give a QSO to all CDXA 
participants—fixed or rover stations.  Thank all of you 
for that.

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CQWW, CW—Friday after Thanksgiving

 CDXA’s half-time report for the CQWW contest is dis-
appointing.  As of this writing, our Club score is just 
over 13 million points.  This compares to the 19 million 
points we claimed for SSB last year.  We need a very 
strong effort in the CW contest to approach last year’s 
results.  See another article in this issue to learn how to 
take advantage of CW Skimmer to improve your score.  
Maybe this will prove to be the secret weapon that gives 
us the needed boost.  So after you finish your Thanks-
giving celebration get on the air, have some fun, and 
contribute to CDXA’s club score. 
 
 Ron (AA4S), Joe (KI4TZ), Steve (KZ2I), Bob 
(N4PQX), and Roger (N4ZC) formed the CDXA five-
man SSB team. The Team scored over 6 million points.  
An excellent effort. 
 
 Everyone who operates in either contest should submit 
their log to CQ to contribute to our Club score.  CQ will 
send you an email confirming receipt.  If you didn’t get 
the email, you need to resubmit.  Full details on how to 
do this are in the contest rules at http://www.cq-
amateur-radio.com/CQWWDXContestRules8407.pdf or 
page 94 of the September CQ magazine.  Remember to 
show “Carolina DX Assn” as your Club. 
 
 The deadline for submitting logs to CQ is December 1 
for SSB and January 15th for CW.  
 
 I need your results, both SSB and CW, by December 2 
so I can have the CWAC prizes ready to present at our 
December 11th Christmas party.  Send me your number 
of QSOs, number of countries, number of zones, and 
total score.  Additionally, I need your power level (high, 
low, or QRP) and whether or not you were assisted.  
And, if you made over 1000 QSOs, your preference for 
a prize – trophy or Outback Steak House gift card.  Send 
them to w3oa@roadrunner.com. 
 
 Here’s something new for this year—CDXA members’ 
comments on the SSB contest.  Our own Soapbox:  
 
 AF1E: I could only operate a short time since we went 
away for the weekend.  Heck, someone has to be last—
HI HI.  
 
 K8YC: Last QSO was with KZ2I on 10m.  That single 
QSO on 10m to Steve about 10 miles from my house 
added one country multiplier and one zone multiplier to 
my count and 1,406 points to my score!  Then I went for 
a bike ride with my XYL.  I should have stayed home 
and figured out how to get a piece of wire up for 160m. 

 KI4TZ: Sure wish 10 would have opened. I have only 
13 Q's compared to 98 last year. That would have 
bumped the score a bit, but had fun anyway.... 
 
 KU4V: The station was ready, but I was not. Thursday 
PM I came down with the Flu, had 101 fever until Sun-
day AM. Almost did not go into work Monday.  
 
 KZ2I: Sorry it's not up to the usual effort.  It just wasn't 
a good combination of conditions, equipment and opera-
tor health. Next Year!! 
 
 N1GC: Enjoyed listening to W3OA, N2TU, N4PQX 
and AA4S during the test.  I had no night time opera-
tions, therefore no 80 meters.  Only Sunday after 6:15 
for 40.  I chose to spend Saturday on 160 for 2 hours. 
 
 N4PQX: Strange propagation but netted a better score 
this year with some more Q's over last year.  Only had 
one run on Sunday AM on 15m for 1 hour exactly and 
then it died as fast as it started but a good 105Q hour 
that saved me scorewise.  Almost made it to 1000 Q's 
but ran out of new people to work.  Guess I'll go back to 
trying packet again after talking to N4ZC on Sunday as 
he was doing much better than me by running packet 
and N1MM.  Did work some good stuff—A73A on 40m 
for a new country, several on 160m for new ones, 
VU2PAI on 15m, JW7QIA and VR2MXT late on 20m 
Sunday.  Nice batch of JA's on 20m both evenings, and 
some on 15m too.  Short skip to the Caribbean was not 
really there at all for me on 15m, and 10m didn't exist 
for me. Hope everyone did well.  
 
 N4ZC: The last contest was the first time I ever had 
160m beat 10m and it was the same this time.  Last year 
I had to take time off to do my radio show.  Not so this 
year and I almost doubled my score.  In fact I'm only 
about 100k below last years SSB/CW total. 
I had planned to do a good bit of CQing this time but 
when I plugged in my Heil Pro Set, at the start of the 
contest, there was no transmit audio.  It’s hard to hold 
the hand mic in your hand to operate and type on the 
keyboard at the same time so it was all hunt and peck 
this time. 
 
 WA4DOU: The SSB weekend was a disappointment 
and conditions were clearly off here.  It became obvious 
to me part way thru the contest that I wasn't even going 
to approach the results I'd had in previous years under 
the low power category and I turned on the amplifier.  I 
expect much better results in the CW contest.

CQWW – A Secret Weapon? 
Dick Williams, W3OA 

 
 The CQWW CW contest this month provides an opportunity to see if CW Skimmer can improve our contest scores. 
I, and maybe others, will be running  CW Skimmer putting out packet spots like you see on CDXA’s packet nodes.  
You can get these spots via a telnet connection to my station. 
 
 How do I get the Skimmer spots?  Just telnet to w3oa.no-ip.org. You need an Internet telnet connection because 
Skimmer puts out so many spots it would overwhelm an RF connection. You can use the same software you currently 
use to get spots from K4MD and merely change the IP address to w3oa.no-ip.org (note the “dot” ORG at the end of 
the telnet address as opposed to the “dot” com at the end of K4MD’s IP address).  A contest logging program, like 
N1MM, that puts the spots in a band map, is a great way to use the spots. 
 
 What will I see?  Both the spots from Skimmer and K4MD.  You won’t lose the K4MD spots by connecting to 
W3OA.  I’ve arranged for the CW Skimmer spots and K4MD spots to be interleaved together in time sequence.  The 
spots coming from Skimmer will have the identifier " de W3OA".  If coming from K4MD the identifier will be the 
station that originally entered the spot.  The telnet server I’m using is very dumb.  It won’t ask you any questions or 
respond to any commands like SHOW/DX.  It will, however, send out announcements and WWV reports received 
from K4MD.  And there’s no need, or way, to log off.  Just close the program on your end of the connection. 
 
 Can I test this out before the contest?  Yes. The software will be running 24/7 from now until the contest is over.  
For testing prior to the contest CW Skimmer will be running a replay of 20 meters during the recent SweepStakes 
contest.  So, you’ll see a lot of U.S. calls and the time on the spots will be when the recording was made and will 
have no relation to the time on your clock.  But this will provide a constant source of spots to test your setup, and 
mine.  Send me an email if you have difficulties (w3oa@roadrunner.com). 
 
 More Details.   
The CW Skimmer spots are generated by machine decoding and frequently contain errors.  For CQWW, I will set up 
CW Skimmer so it just send spots for stations that are “running” and are in the Super Check Partial database.  (K5ZD 
maintains this list of calls that have appeared in contest logs for the last two years.)  The full database contains about 
48,000 calls.  I’ve created a new version of the Super Check Partial database containing 31,000 calls by removing all 
the U.S. calls so you will only see CW Skimmer spots for stations that will create points for you in the contest. 
 
 My Skimmer covers a 96 kHz bandwidth and just one band at a time.  I’ll set it up for the lower end of each band, 
looking mainly at 20 meters during the day and 40 meters at night.   
 
 It’s easy to add additional CW Skimmers from other locations to my software.  So, if anyone else has a Software De-
fined Radio (SDR) and can run CW Skimmer (even the free trial version) during the contest please let me know.  If 
your Skimmer computer is connected to the Internet, I can add your Skimmer spots to the stream of spots from 
w3oa.no-ip.org.  The more bands we can cover simultaneously the better.

Therefore, those wishing to seek an office or to nominate someone to an office should let Wilson Caselli know of your 
intentions as soon as possible.  If you are placing someone's name in nomination, please make sure that person is willing 
to serve, if elected.
