The “Overmountain Men” of Modern Times 
 

 One cannot live in the history-laden thirteen East Coast states which 
formed the cradle of America’s history without having some of that history 
rub off on them.  Case in point—King’s Mountain National Military Park in 
South Carolina, not far from Shelby, NC.  In the American Revolutionary 
War, British Major Patrick Ferguson offended the sensibility of some of the 
settlers on the other side of the Blue Ridge in Tennessee by suggesting that 
as soon as he put to rest the rebellious folks on the Carolina Piedmont, he’d 
cross over the mountains and "Lay waste to their country with fire and 
sword” using Loyalist Militiamen under his command.  Rather than let Fer-
guson come to them, the Overmountain Men came to Ferguson, gathering 
countless frontiersmen as they came and confronted him at King’s Moun-
tain.  In the ensuing battle which was remarkably short, the Patriots handily 
defeated Ferguson’s Loyalist Militiamen, killing or wounding over 400 and 
taking over 660 prisoners while suffering less than 90 killed and wounded 
from their ranks. 
 
 In 2002, eight Overmountain Men from Knoxville and environs crossed 
over again to the Carolina Piedmont.  But, this time their mission was far 

more benign.  They came as friends to visit the Charlotte Hamfest and to “break bread” with members of the Carolina 
DX Association.  The group became affectionately known as “The Tennessee 8” even though the numbers visiting 
Charlotte’s Hamfest in recent years has grown to as many as twenty-two (that’s 22!) as spouses and new Overmoun-
tain Men have joined the trek.  The camaraderie has continued to grow with the numbers involved. 
 
 When a few of the Tennessee 8 decided to launch an event they named SEDCO five years ago, CDXA decided that it 
was high time the climb over the Blue Ridge should originate from the south side of the mountains and end in Pigeon 
Forge where the conflagration would consist of only shouts of joyous good fellowship.  This year will be the fifth 
year we’ll repeat that goal.  C’mon men, join in, it’s time to go over the mountain, again.

 Besides those who actually go on DXpeditions to 
bring you DX, there are a lot of others working be-
hind the scenes.  There are those involved with prepa-
ration—designers of antennas, packers of freight con-
tainers, webmasters, fund raisers, and manufacturers 
of equipment.  When the DXpedition is underway, 
pilot stations provide feedback to the on-site team to 
optimize the DX experience.

CDXAers were ecstatic that John Williams had just do-
nated space for a digipeater for the PacketCluster system 
atop Toxaway Mountain near Easley, SC to create a link 
to Atlanta from Charlotte.

 The final results of this year’s ARRL International DX phone contest have been published. Listed below, in alphabetical 
order, are the CDXA members who scored in the top half of their class.  The last column shows the member’s place in his 
class in the geographic area shown and the number of entrants in that class from that area.   
 
 Additionally, K4ZA was one of the operators at W3LPL, a multi-multi entrant that placed first of 14 U.S. entrants.  And 
K1MMH and KU4V were operators at PJ2T, the multi-multi that set an all time record for South America and was number 
one in the World this year. 
 
 The ARRL also published the results of the 2009 Club Competition.  CDXA’s total score in the CW and phone contests 
combined was 10,157,613 points.  This placed us number seven of the 36 clubs in the Medium Category – not as good as 
our third place showing last year.

"The Amateur Radio community has been 
quick to embrace the W6S operation.”  Mickey says that the 
first year operating as W6S was 'a hit with the operators of all 
ages and their children.'  Mickey noted that most children are 
a bit apprehensive of talking over the radio, let alone to Santa!  
Hicks told the ARRL in 2001 that his Santa's Workshop has 
been a great ham radio recruiting tool.  One of his most 
memorable experiences was when a young girl he'd once spo-
ken with on the air as Santa came by with her ham ticket in 
hand to thank him in person for getting her interested.  "I had 
tears in my eyes, of course," he said. -- Thanks to "The Daily 
DX" for providing some information for this story.

CQ Publishes Results of the 2008 CQWW CW Contest

 CQ has published the final results of last year’s CQ World Wide Contest. CDXA placed twelfth among the 56 U.S. entries 
in the club competition.  Our score was 28,284,340 points.  That’s pretty respectable when you consider some of the clubs 
that beat us are a lot bigger than CDXA.  But last year we scored 34,784,070 points.  So we can do better this year.  See the 
accompanying article in this issue announcing this year’s CDXA CW Contest Within A Contest (CWAC). 
  
This was the third year we have entered the team contesting competition.  CDXA’s five-man CW team (AA4S, IS0/K7QB, 
N2TU, N4ZC, and WA4DOU) placed ninth world wide with 5,391,638 points.  
 
 Listed below, in alphabetical order, are the calls of CDXA members who scored in the top half of their class as listed in 
CQ.  The last column shows the entrant’s place in his class and the number of entrants in that class.  Those calls show in 
bold face will receive certificates from CQ.  
 
 August’s Pileup has the SSB results.

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A Few Words about Joe, AA4NN. . . . 
 

(Joe Blackwell, AA4NN is a soft spoken man.  In fact, he 
doesn’t “talk” at all except via a CW key.  So, when 
CDXA’s “Roving Reporter” asked Joe for an interview 
to learn of Joe’s past and future DXpedition exploits, he 
requested that he be able to write his own story.  Joe 
heads off to activate Midway Island as a member of the 
K4M team in October, 2009.  Here’s his story, in his 
own words, dit dit  —The Roving Reporter) 
 

him to Paul Pai, BV4FH, who in 2001 was organizing a 
DXpedition to Pratas Island, BQ9P.  Paul needed a 
160M operator, and in the end, it was Joe and CDXA 
member Ken Cannaday, W4NZC, who joined the team 
to participate in a new IOTA, BV9L, in addition to the 
primary target, BQ9P.  Many of you know about CDXA 
member Mauro Tommazoni, IN3QBR, perhaps even 
met him during his visits to the Carolinas.  Mauro was 
on a team for Myanmar, XY3C in 2002, when he intro-
duced Joe to Frank, DL4KQ, who was organizing the 
effort.  Frank welcomed Joe to the team.   CDXA mem-
ber Fabrizio Vedovelli, IN3ZNR, was also a member of 
XY3C, and it was he who organized the famous African 
Double Jump in 2003 which included an operation from 
Botswana and Lesotho in addition to some night and 
day safaris into Kruger National Park.  The group con-
sisted of Joe, Fabrizio, and Aldo, IK2ANI.  Joe operated 
as A25NN and 7P8NN. 
 
 In early 2004 Frank, DL4KQ, was busy organizing a 
major trip to Banaba, T33C, and invited Joe to join the 
team.  Two other groups had their eyes on the same tar-
get, so in the end these three groups combined into one 
and there began the difficult logistics of getting the team 
and all the equipment to the island.  The staging area for 
Banaba was the island of Tarawa where Joe operated as 
T30NN, going to and coming from Banaba.  Joe had the 
callsign T33NN but did not operate as such on Banaba 
because he felt some DXers might confuse his call with 
the DXpedition call, T33C.  After Banaba, Margarett 
(Joe’s XYL-Ed.) met Joe in Fiji for a two week period 
of relaxation where Joe occasionally worked the radio as 
3D2NN. 
 
 CDXA member Chuck Gray, W4GMY, had been to 
Swaziland in early 2004 and wanted to return again to 
try for DXCC from there.  He and Joe teamed up for a 
week in Swaziland with Joe as 3DA0NN, followed by a 
week in Mozambique with Joe as C91NN, followed by 
a multi-single effort in the 2004 CQ WW CW contest as 
C91F.  They took first place in Mozambique and won 
top score for all of Africa. 
 
 The year 2005 was spent in frustration for Frank, 
DL4KQ, as he worked closely with the various depart-
ments of the Indian government seeking permission to 
operate from the Andaman Islands, VU4.  Finally in 
2006 permission was granted in the form of an Amateur 
Radio Hamfest.  The Indian government invited hams 
from all around the world to participate in the hamfest, 
and these foreigners would also be authorized to operate

In  1955 Joe was a 
high speed CW 

operator in the US Air 
Force when he took the 
conditional exam to get 
his Amateur Radio Li-
cense, K5GFN.  He 
soon found himself rag 
chewing on 40m CW 
using a Strategic Air 
Command survival ra-

dio with 10 watts into a long wire.  Later while a student 
at Louisiana Tech he built a QRP 6AG7 CW transmitter 
from the 1957 Handbook.  He told the dormitory “house 
mother” the 6AG7 was a converter for his Hallicrafters 
SX-99 that allowed him to hear signals from Sputnik 
which was all the rage at that time.  Later, he built a 
WRL Globe Chief CW transmitter, and homebrewed an 
813 grounded grid linear amplifier, all while living in 
the dormitory. 
 
 Upon graduation from La Tech in 1960 Joe worked a 
while in Shreveport, Louisiana, then moved to Paramus, 
New Jersey, for a job with ITT.  In 1963 he moved to 
Charlotte, NC, and joined Celanese Corporation as a 
computer systems analyst.  Joe soon met Gary Dixon, 
K4MQG, who invited him over for some radio time 
which inspired Joe to get re-examined for a ham license 
and to reclaim his old call sign.  Deciding in 1977 that 
he would be forever in the Carolinas he traded 
K5GFN/4 for AA4NN. 
 
 Continuous rag chewing on 40 meters led Joe to meet 
Jim, K1BNQ (now K1PX), which evolved into a weekly 
sked that continued for nearly 19 years.  Jim gifted Joe 
with a W9INN shortened dipole for 160M so the two 
could continue their skeds on top band, plus compete 
with one another in the various 160M contests, includ-
ing their favorite, the Stew Perry Distance Challenge. 
 
 Aware of Joe’s 160M activity, Tom, N4XP, introduced 
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ham radio from Port Blair in the Andamans.  All partici-
pants were to prefix their Indian callsign with VU4AN.  
For example, Joe’s call at VU4 was VU4AN/VU3JLW, 
although in mainland India Joe operated from Hydera-
bad simply as VU3JLW. 
 
 In 2006 Joe and Margarett visited with friends in Melk-
bosstrand near Capetown, South Africa, and at Silver-
fontein near Springbok in the vast Namaqualand.  These 
visits were followed by a week at their friend’s beach 
cottage on McDougals Bay in the Western Cape on the 
Atlantic coast near the Namibian border.  Margarett pre-
pared a leg of lamb for their Thanksgiving dinner while 
Joe worked CQ WW CW as ZS3NN. 
 
 In 2007 due to tremendous effort on the part of Frank, 
DL4KQ, the Indian government again allowed foreign 
operators to attend a Hamfest in the Lakshadweep Is-
lands, VU7, and operate in concert with others to be 
located on three different islands.  All participants 
would use the callsign VU7RG.  Once again Joe trav-
eled with his friend Frank to VU7 for a very successful 
DXpedition. 
 
 It was back in August of 2005 when that pesky Tom 
Harrell, N4XP, telephoned Joe out of the blue asking if 
he would be interested in going to Scarborough Reef.  
Joe’s response was quite to the point, “Hell yes.”  Much 
activity followed.  The trip was on, the trip was off, on 
again, off again, until 2007 when the trip finally became 
a reality.  Joe happily worked his 14 hour shifts in the 
dark sitting on top of a rock in the middle of the South 
China Sea. 
 
 In 2008 Chuck, W4GMY, and Joe joined the TI9K 
team for Cocos Island which later became theTI9KK 
team.  Joe, as you may know, works CW exclusively, so 
why would he promise another Joe, W8GEX, he would 
activate 60M on phone from TI9KK.  Good question, 
but it turns out that Joe met W8GEX during a SEDCO 
conference and admits that anything W8GEX asks of 
you, you just do it because he’s such a nice fellow.  
Later in 2008 the two Joe’s teamed up for a most suc-
cessful trip to St. Barths, TO5DX, along with operators 
Janet, W8CAA, Dave, K4SV, Phil, W9IXX, and Jim, 
K0RH. 
 
 In the early days of February 2009, W8GEX was get-
ting antsy for another trip.  Of course, AA4NN is al-
ways ready to go so plans were laid for a place W8GEX 
knew about on Eleuthera Island in the Bahamas, and he 
already had the C6DX callsign.  Lynn, W4NL, and Carl, 
N4AA, were invited to join the team.  Lynn was unable 

(Continued from page 11) to go, but Carl happily accepted.  Writing about DX for 
lo these many years, Carl finally got to BE DX. . . . as 
C6AAA, a terrific call.  Janet operated as C6AYL while 
the two Joes, one SSB and one CW, worked C6DX.  
Margarett was along for moral support and prepared 
scrumptious meals for this motley crew. 
 
 W8GEX had worked diligently to get permission to 
take a small team to operate from Midway Island, KH4.  
In 2009 the US Fish and Wildlife Services opened the 
door to amateur radio by inviting all interested hams to 
make reservations for the available 19 beds, a limit im-
posed by the bed keepers on Midway.  Camping is not 
allowed.  W8GEX tells AA4NN to call and reserve a 
bed and while Joe is pondering this idea and thinking he 
will call the next day, all of a sudden there’s that pesky 
N4XP calling AA4NN to say get your bed NOW!  Thus, 
Joe became the 14th member of the Midway 2009 team, 
K4M, and is eagerly anticipating another exciting 
DXpedition, October 9 to 19, 2009.

Everyone who knows Joe Blackwell knows that Joe 
doesn’t know which end of a microphone he’s supposed 
to talk into, but give him a key and that’s another story.  
So, when the officers of CDXA found out that Joe—a 
long-standing member of CDXA—had his room reser-
vation on Midway and was to be one of the K4M team, 
it was automatic that the Carolina DX Association 
would offer financial support to the Midway Island 
DXpedition team.
