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Gary Dixon, K4MQG, Wins Vic Clark Award

The CDXA Banquet at the Charlotte Hamfest 2010 de-
livered a pleasant surprise to the 120+ guests assembled
for the annual event.

Roanoke Division Director Dennis Bodson (W4PWF)
and the Division’s newly elected Vice Director Dr.
James Boehner (N2ZZ) asked for permission to address
the assembly, and CDXA President Ted Goldthorpe
gladly yielded the microphone. Dennis and James then
announced that CDXA’s Gary Dixon, K4MQG, was a
co-winner of the 2009 version of the Roanoke Division
ARRL Service Award, commonly called the Vic Clark

The award was instituted in 1968 by Roanoke Division
Director Vic Clark (W4KFC). Vic intended the award
to be recognition for a long history of significant and
consistent contributions to Amateur Radio. The amateur
selected would have over the years dedicated much of
his or her time to Amateur Radio and nominations are
encouraged and accepted from any amateur in the Roa-
noke Division—making it an award bestowed by one’s
peers.

Winners of the Service Award become members of the
selection committee and vote on which nominee should
be honored the next year. An individual can receive the
award only once. The administration of the award is
done by the Roanoke Division Director. Director Bod-
son announced that the 2009 winner of the ARRL Ser-
vice Award was in fact two people in a tie vote for
2009—allowing two people to be so honored. Gary
Dixon, K4AMQG, was recognized for his long work in
serving amateur radio as President and Director of IN-
DEXA and member of the ARRL DX Advisory Com-
mittee as but two of his many activities serving amateur
radio. The other winner was Carl Clements, W4CAC,
Virginia Section Manager.

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2010 ARRL DX Contest Wrap Up
CDXA Doubles Its Score

The 2010 edition of the ARRL International DX Contest is over, the logs are in, and the CDXA prizes have been
awarded. Here are the results, based on claimed scores. The final scores will appear in QST this fall.

The most significant result for CDXA is that we doubled the score we’ve reported in recent years. In 2008 we
claimed 11.8 million points and placed third in the Medium Club competition. In 2009 we claimed 11.3 million
points and placed seventh. Our claimed score of 23.6 million points this year is more than double that of 2008 and
2009. We should show up very high when QST publishes the results of the 2010 Club competition.

CDXA members competed among themselves for first place prizes in six categories. Each received their choice of a
$50 Outback Steak House Gift card or a trophy plus a CDXA certificate. The winners were:

Top Combined Score: N4ZC, Roger, 3,736,605 points.

Top CW Score: N2TU, Lou, 1,746,480 points

Top Phone Score: W3GQ, Paul, 1,189,863 points

Top CW, low power, Score: KALY, Doug, 764,460 points
Top Phone, Low Power, Score: W4WNT, Bill, 65,100 points
Top DXpedition Score: KH6/AA4V, Steve, 609,360 points

Here are some soapbox comments from the phone contest:

K8YC: I heard N4ZC so many times I thought he must be chasing me around the bands. Next most often heard was
W3O0A. Rounding out CDXAers I heard were K4CEB, KZ21 and K4DXA. It sure was great hearing someone on 10
meters again, and even 15 meters was fun again.

KZ21: Welllll, I got the antennas sorta working. 25 minutes before the start of the contest, I was cranking the tower
back up after repositioning the beams, tightening the bolts (found 2 bolts are missing out of rotator plate) and reat-
taching the rotator cable that pulled itself loose. Got the 80 meter inverted vee back where it should be (30m will
have to wait). This after working all day (I gotta retire if this stuff keeps up). Ran into W30A, W3GQ, N4PQX and
N4ZC (Roger was EVERYWHERE!!!). And heard some of the others occasionally too. Ten had the usual LUs,

PYs, CEs and CXs but also snagged some closer-in Caribs like J7, J3 and V4. Not worldwide propagation, but it's a
start. JAs were the loudest I've heard them in years on 15, 20 and 40. And JT1CO came back on 40 on 2nd call with
an outstanding signal. Only station I heard that I missed working was a BX that I called periodically for almost 2
hours.

N4PQX: Limited op time, just 8hrs 50mins of S&P, tried to max on mults to help the score. Had rotor problems and
some amp problems too, [ guess after 10 years it's time for major shack/antenna maintenance. Got a little more ac-
quainted with N1MM, but I'm sure much more to learn.

N4ZC: Without a skimmer there aren't enough stations spotted. [had a 1000 Qs in the first 24 hrs so it was kind of
boring the second 24 hrs with only 430 Q. All search & pounce except for a bit over an hour of run on Sunday on
15m, which brought in 92 Q. Just after I started the run I saw a ZS spot and wondered if I should try to work the new
mult but I had 3 ZS call me in the run. Also picked up an SV and 4U1ITU in the run. I think there were more bad
spots in this contest than ever before. 160m was good to EU the first night but on the poor side the second. The 80 m
EU sloper had a 5:1 SWR so would only load up to about 700 w. Very strange because it was the same SWR on all
freq. 15m was open to EU about as much as the CW weekend but a number of the hours were very weak signals. 1
did work four EU stations in my run that were QRP—S5 watts! 1 worked 8P, J7, P4, PJ2, and TI on 6 bands. A total
of 128 DXCC countries.
