CQ Publishes Results of the 2009 CQWW CW Contest

CQ has published the final results of last year’s CQ World Wide Contest.  CDXA placed thirteenth among the 61 
U.S. entries in the club competition.  Our score was 24,942,122 points.  That’s pretty respectable when you consider 
some of the clubs that beat us are a lot bigger than CDXA.  But last year we scored 28.2 million points and in 2007 
we scored over 34.7 million points.  So, we can do better this year.  See the accompanying article in this issue an-
nouncing this year’s CDXA CW Contest Within A Contest (CWAC). 
  
This was the fourth year we have entered the team contesting competition.  CDXA’s five-man CW team (IS0/K7QB, 
N2TU, N4ZC, W3GQ, and W3OA) placed fifth world wide with 9,281,847 points.  
 
Listed below, in alphabetical order, are the calls of CDXA members who scored in the top half of their class as listed 
in CQ.  The last column shows the entrant’s place in his class and the number of entrants in that class.  Those calls 
show in bold face will receive certificates from CQ.  
 
Two Club members were part of Multi-Operator, Multi-Transmitter teams.  K2SX operated at HC8GR which placed 
first in the World.  K4ZA operated at W3LPL which placed third in the USA.

 The final results of this year’s ARRL International DX phone contest have been published.  This included the results 
of the 2010 Club Competition.  CDXA’s total score in the CW and phone contests combined was 22,155,432 points, 
over twice last year’s score and good enough to move us from seventh place last year to third place of the 33 clubs in 
the Medium Category this year. 
 
 Listed below, in alphabetical order, are the CDXA members who scored in the top half of their class.  The last col-
umn shows the member’s place in his class in the geographic area shown and the number of entrants in that class 
from that area.

There will be 3 
villa stations in operation on 160-10m using CW, 
SSB, and RTTY.  At the same time, several teams 
will be battery-only, field portable either from St 
Lucia beaches or scenic mountain tops.  The group 
is applying for a unique J6BP callsign for the ARRL 
10m contest on Dec 11-12th.  QSL via LoTW, 
eQSL, or mail to the operator’s home callsign 
(SASE required).  
 
The group goal will be to work stations from all 
over the world using Buddipole antennas and other 
newly-developed Buddipole antenna accessory 
products.  The Buddipole antenna system is de-
signed to be a lightweight and versatile way to put 
an efficient station on the air in minutes in almost
