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CDXA Makes Big Splash in ARRL Ten Meter Contest

Last year 28 clubs entered the Medium Category of the ARRL Ten Meter
Contest Club Competition and CDXA came in 27th of those 28. CDXA de-
cided to promote the contest by encouraging members to participate and of-
fering some nice prizes. And that really worked. In 2009 CDXA had five
entries with a final score total of 14,050 points. In 2010 we had 21 entries
with a claimed score total of 1,354,908 points. While comparing claimed and
final scores is like comparing apples and oranges, it’s still obvious we made a
tremendous improvement over last year.

Continuing to compare apples and oranges, the Frankford Radio Club won
the 2009 Medium Category competition with 1,160,678 points. That’s 14
percent lower than our 2010 claimed score. So we can be confident CDXA
will be very high in the final rankings for 2010.

The four prizes we offered were each forty dollars worth of Outback Steak
House gift cards. Three prizes were for the three top scoring entries and one
prize was to be raffled off among remaining entries that made 25 or more
contest QSOs. The high scoring winners were announced and the raffle was

held at the CDXA Wednesday Lunch on December 22. Here are the results:

First Place — N2TU, 267,972 points
Second Place — K4LY, 234,818 points
Third Place — W3GQ, 192,874 points

Raffle Winner — K2SX

Below are soapbox comments (edited) I received from CDXA members after the Ten Meter contest:

K2SD: My first time working this contest in years—had fun!

K2SX: Decided not to use Skimmer since that meant [ would have to go Mixed Mode and you know how much I
love doing SSB. So I ended up going SO(HP) CW. Ended up with 287 QSOs, 49 sections + 21 countries for 80,360
in 12 hours. Worked three Fs and one ON on Sat morning but that was it for EU. The rain and wind raised havoc
with my open wire doublet. Could not get the SWR down so ended up most of the time with just 300-400 watts out.

Only worked one NC and no AL or KY. Did hear

AA4V and WAMEL on quite a lot.

K4LY: Every kind of propagation, and mostly white
noise at times. First time I ever entered a contest multi-
op - me, myself, and I. Reason - [ wanted to see what
the CDXA Skimmer was like and get max score for the
club. Very interesting, but not much advantage on a
single band contest, is it? Also, the Skimmer had beau-
coup CW spots, but seemed to reduce the regular SSB
spots for some reason. The other thing that made this
contest interesting is that I put up a new 10M antenna on
Friday, an H-double bay with the top at about 55' com-
pared to my little tri-bander at 70'. The H-double bay is
a fine antenna, bi-directional with a beamwidth of about
120 degrees in both directions and only about 3 db
down from my tribander when the two maximum beam-
widths are aligned. I made well over half the contacts
on the H-double bay and could have worked just about
anything on it. Rig was my trusty old TS-850. Used
NIMM. Never did hook up my SDR-1000, but want to
try that instead of Skimmer and spots—which make for
a very different type of operating. Should have hooked
up a voice keyer. About 90% S & P. Thanks for the
Q's, especially those few from Europe, Africa, and Oce-
ania. It was great to have the Mexican states as mults.

KS5EK: A lot of effort with minimal results—very
funny propagation. I hope others did much better than I
did.

KI4TZ: Well at least I got WAC (worked all Char-
lotte), not on much, gone most of Saturday, very spo-

radic band but at least more Q's on 10m than I remem-
ber in a while on a weekend though not much DX. Did
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manage an EU, some AF, ZL and KH6.

KZ21: Wish this contest wasn't right smack dab in the
middle of holidays. I had limited time and Cec never
did get on.

N1GC: Total of 6hr 11min according to NIMM. 1
had a problem with the program logging XE3N, and
gave up in disgust Saturday afternoon. After sleeping
on it, and using Sue's computer, [ managed to get it run-
ning after reinstalling V10.11.2 and deleting 10.12.1(?).
Next year | might try mixed mode, me CW? [ must be
kidding.

N4PQX: [ had no prop to XE when I was sporadically
on. Saw spots but couldn't hear them, antenna likely too
high. Saw the message about the N1MM issues with the
band map so glad it's a code issue. I've had nothing but
problems with NIMM since using the TS480 and
thought it may be something there, but now it may just
be bugs in the code. Had to restart N1MM several times
to get it communicating with the rig real time (it would
work fine for a while, then be like a 30 second delay
when changing the VFO, restart N1MM always fixed
it). Hopefully he will have a better version out soon.

W4WNT: [ worked a few from Chris Price's QTH
under the WWA4CP call, but then worked a few under
my call (without working him, so I can submit a sepa-
rate log). I was very impressed with his Flex 3000—it
may turn out to be a very expensive visit to his place!!

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2010 CQWW CWAC Wrap UP

The total of our claimed 2010 CQWW scores was 34.3 million points. This is a great improvement over the
20009 total of 29.2 million points. Our members who went on DXpeditions accounted for a large portion of our score.
AA4V and N4SF were the two operators at AA4V/VP9 in the phone contest so CDXA claimed credit for their entire
score of 4.7 million points. And K2SX was one of the eight operators at CR3L in the CW contest so we claimed
credit for one eighth of that operations 27.8 million points, which is 3.4 million points.

CDXA again fielded entries in both the CW and phone five-man team competitions.
Our phone team — KI4TZ, KZ21, N4PQX, W3GQ, and W3OA scored 5,884,000 points.
Our CW team — ISO/K7QB, N2TU, N4ZC, W3GQ, and W3OA scored 11,850,000 points.

CDXA members competed for first place Contest Within A Contest (CWAC) awards in six categories. Each winner
got his choice of a trophy or a fifty-dollar gift card for Outback Steak House. The winners were:

Here are soapbox comments (edited) I received from CDXA members after the CW contest:

AA4V: Imanaged to getin 9 hours at odd hours throughout the week-end. Conditions seemed very good
on all bands with some good propagation to AF and SA on 10 meters. I succeeded in repairing my Titanex vertical
for 160 and 80 after losing the top third last winter. I felt that the verticals for 160, 80 and 40 were working very well
over salt water ground. Kudos to ZL8X for great ears on 80. Pennant antennas were used on all low bands. High
bands were covered by a 3 el StepplR yagi at 60 feet. The Elecraft K3, ACOM 2000A and N1MM worked seam-
lessly. The ACOM amp really does a great job handling SWR above 2:1 on excursions around the bands chasing
multipliers.

K2SX: CR3L was a great effort. Internet was not too reliable on Madeira so did not try Skimmer. We did
use a new MO2R system that [ am writing a story about which was quite interesting. Two ops use two radios and
listen to the same pileup. Usually each radio had a separate antenna, one pointed to EU and one pointed to NA. Each
op would pick out a call—hopefully different ones. The first one to get the call entered and sent would capture the
frequency. The other op would leave the second call on his computer screen. When the first op confirmed his ex-
change he would send the second call and the exchange without going to a QRZ. It worked well most of the time.

K4LY: Bronchitis prevented my usual low power or QRP all band effort. I should have raised my inverted
L top to 90" before the contest but was too weak. It was at 64' until Saturday afternoon when I struggled on top of the
66' tower to get it up to 80' using a bamboo pole. I got a report of a bad signal Saturday night and took time out to
monitor with my K2 and see what was happening. Dropped power from 900 to 750 watts and signal seemed OK. On
Sunday, I redid all my ground connections indoors and out, replaced some coax jumpers, and added toroids to the
13V power line to TS-850 and the CW keying line, but not sure if that solved the problem. Frustration! Life is too
short for high power! [ was surprised to work so many countries and zones with my modest setup and limited operat-
ing time. As usual, 99% S+P.

K8YC: Idid not get to operate too much in this contest. However, | was more disappointed than ever to
find what seemed to be the worst behavior by operators in a CW contest in recent memory. Perhaps this was due to
operators new to contesting, but I ran across many more occurrences of operators calling repetitively without listen-
ing to the called station which clearly identified who he wanted to work. In a few cases, this persistent calling was as
bad as that I hear from SSB operators trying to work a rare DXpedition site. Strangely, these ops must not realize
that everyone's rate will go down with such behavior.

KZ21: Hectic weekend so not much activity in the contest. Surprisingly, I did manage to work 3 new band
countries though. Got OY and ZA on 80, PJ4 on 160. That PJ4 was the last band country for the 4 new PJs 9 bands
160-10. Now if I can just find them on 6M!

N4PQX: Spare time S&P only, tried to maximize mults. Saturday conditions poor on the higher bands.
Low bands seemed good. Sunday conditions on high bands better but "murphy" visited again as the L7 poofed the
power supply after lunch, low power only after that. Added CW & SSB filters to the TS480 after the phone contest,
which made a major difference in the CW contest with the new filters, so at least the backup rig worked well.

N4ZC: 1 must say this was one of the most fun contests for me in a long time. If there were red or green
stations (N1MM’s identity scheme—Ed.) to work, I didn't go after the blue. It really brought out the DXer in me. I
think this might well be the best mult score I ever had. But. . .Qs are the name of the game if you want to win a con-
test. When I went to bed Saturday night, I was sure this would be another year with my 160m score beating my 10m
score. One hundred sixty meters had been pretty good for me and after the poor Saturday on 10m I wouldn't have
believed it possible to pick up the 10 meter countries I got Sunday to have a bigger 10m score. This is the first con-
test [ can remember that I never had that, ‘God I'm tired, why am I doing this? Is this really fun?’ feeling at times. I
got 3 hours sleep each night and never had that, ‘Oh if I could just take a short nap’ feeling. Joyce said she'd never
seen me so upbeat through a whole contest.

W4WNT: Luckily [ had a Windom antenna ready to go up here in Weddington. When I took down my
G5RV to look at it, it fell apart! After some length adjustments the Windom worked well.

W4ZV: Thanksgiving weekend is usually problematic for me. Last year my daughter was visiting and No-
vember 27 is my Wedding Anniversary (I know...what was I thinking?) This year my daughter came a week earlier
and my XYL gave me the OK to spend our Anniversary day in the contest so I began to consider which of two ex-
tremes to enter. After hearing a nice 10m opening to Europe in mid-October, I seriously thought about it, but with
solar flux about 80, I decided to hold out until it hits 100 (a good decision in retrospect!) and just work 160. Friday
night was pure torture (even though it sounded great around sunset) and I was in S&P mode only. Even many EU big
guns could not hear me unless nobody else was calling (reminded me of a couple of years ago). Finally around 0700
I was able to run but only for about 20 Qs. Saturday morning was slow but I did manage to work JA7NIL, JA3YBK,
RAOFF and VK3IO. Surprisingly I heard BU2AQ quite well after my sunrise but no QSO. Saturday night was much
better and I was able to run from 0200-0500 (including ROFT in zone 17). I decided to S&P for mults for an hour and
then again ran from 0600-0730. Back to very slow S&P but I was encouraged to hear JAIBRK and JA1DV calling
PJ2T (who must have had terrible noise). Then a real surprise...I heard UAOSC (zone 18) calling XE2WWW who
could not hear Serge. I filed that away in my head, knowing Serge's favorite frequencies were above 1830. Mean-
while I heard KC1XX struggling to get ZL3IX's call. After several unsuccessful attempts XX went back to CQing so
I answered him (mainly to let Greg know I was there). Eventually they did make it so I moved up 500 Hz, called CQ
and Greg came right back! A bit after 1000 I heard several NE stations madly calling someone on 1833.5. Remem-
bering UAOSC was around, I listened due North and there he was...very weak with the typical long QSB cycle. After
most had worked him, Serge sent W4? and was able to hear me. Amazing...zones 17, 18 and 19 in one contest in
somewhat disturbed conditions. The rest of the morning was extremely slow except for NH2T and no less than 3
VKo6s! The only new JA worked was JQ2VVH answered me just before sunrise. Sunday afternoon is usually frus-
trating for me. I can hear lots of good stuff but most never hear me. I was listening to K3ZM running around 1810
and GI3OQR answered with a nice signal. I moved up the band a bit, called CQ a few times and bingo! This was
especially nice after finding a water weak GI3RQK Sunday morning but too far into daylight absorption to copy well
enough to call. The remainder of my time was trying some running using my inverted-V (high angle) which worked
surprisingly well. I got a big rush when I thought SU9HP answered me but he was actually calling TC3A who was a
few hundred Hz below me. Darn! I worked 26 zones, heard 5 more (21, 24, 34, 39 and 40) and this did not include
some usually easy ones if there's activity (1, 36 and 38). Sometime Sunday morning I almost wished I had gone As-
sisted to go for DXCC in a weekend, as several multiops did. Oh well, it was still great fun and the best I've ever
done in this contest.

W7DO: I’'m getting the hang of N1MM, but still have to work on basic operating skills. I’m still getting
sucked into using incorrect calls from bogus spots and not waiting long enough to verify the correct call, about three
of those that I know of.

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Announcing CDXA'’s 2011 “DX King” Competition

CDXA will run its “DX King” Competition again this year. The main difference from last year will be in the prizes
raffled off among the participants. For the 2011 competition we will raffle off a 26 inch LCD flat panel television.

The goal of DX Marathon is to “work as many countries and zones as possible at least once during the calendar
year.” This can be inside or outside other contests. Here are some of the main features of the DX Marathon rules:

o Your score is number of CQ countries worked plus number of zones worked during the year, e.g. 347 countries
(see http://dxmarathon.com/countrieslist/cqwwlist.doc); 40 zones.
o There are two entry categories (the full rules are much more specific in defining these categories):
Unlimited—anything legal.
Formula—10 watts and single tower or 100 watts with verticals and/or wires.
QSLs are not needed.
Use of Packet Cluster spots is permitted. No other assistance is allowed in the Formula category.
CQ provides an Excel spreadsheet for score submission at http://dxmarathon.com/

For 2011, there will be a 26 inch LCD flat panel television awarded by a raffle among entrants scoring 150 or
more points.
