2011 ARRL DX Contest Wrap Up

The 2011 edition of the ARRL International DX Contest is over, the logs are
in, and the CDXA prizes have been awarded. Here are the results, based on
claimed scores. The final scores will appear in QST this fall.

Here are some soapbox comments from the phone con-
test:

K3XC: This was the first ARRL SSB that I operated
since 2002. I didn't go full out but I did spend plenty of
time in the chair. I only missed a handful of mults, ex-
cept for 160m, which I don't have an antenna for, and I
felt genuinely loud. Conditions were excellent and |
knew that I was in for a treat when 20m opened to EU at
5AM Sat morning. Ten meters was exceptional and I
worked more countries than I did on 80m. I was even
able to work six continents on 10m! Fifteen meters was
the money band, where [ worked DXCC in one day,
along with most of my 60+ JA's. Twenty meters was a
strong band too, and I enjoyed a handful of short open-
ings to E and SE Asia. Overall this was a great contest
and I can't wait for the next one.

KSEK: Your skimmer is great. Perhaps it could be
used to generate even more points for the club. Perhaps
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an award for the highest percentage of spots/total QSOs
or something of that nature. [ used the info for mults—
it works.

K8YC: I found Dick Williams' "SSB Skimmer" to be
an innovative use of technology. When I saw spots with
a "pound sign", I often checked them to see who was
working the band. It seemed like I was following
KI4TZ, W30A, and W3GQ for some periods of the
contest. [ had planned on a limited time on the contest
because I had a Pileup to prepare, but spent more time
than I had planned because 15m and 10m was wide
open for the first time in recent years. The SFI was 143
on Sunday afternoon! I learned some interesting uses of
my RIT to improve my contact success on SSB in the
late going. My "first call" success was much improved.
It seems like being even slightly off frequency can seri-
ously affect far-end intelligibility under crowded contest
conditions. When I tune for S&P, I get what I think is a
"good" quality sound, but, as you know, our ear will
tolerate a lot of garbage. It seemed like many times I
thought I had a station tuned in well, but I'd have to call
a lot considering the pretty good signal I was hearing.
Only when I worked the station and moved up or down
did I find a "better spot" for that station. I figured
maybe I was a little off frequency. So, I began turning
on the RIT with a zero offset and tuned in a station.
Then I'd tweak the RIT to see if I could improve the
clarity of the signal. When I found the "perfect" spot,
I'd check the offset, reset the RIT to zero offset and then
change the main tuning dial by the observed offset so
the freq would be recorded correctly. In the late going,
it seemed to be quite effective compared to what I had
been seeing all weekend.

KI4TZ: Had fun and new antenna worked great, not as
hoarse as usual, hi hi. The program worked great and
made me quite a few points. I had to be away from
10am Sat to 10 that night so I missed a good chunk.
Condx were excellent on the upper bands. Most fun
was the JA, UAQO and KL7 run Sunday afternoon. KL7
were 20 over and was told I was big there too. I also
busted a nice pileup on a UAO that showed up as a mult
late in the day. Must have worked 20 or 30 JA's in a
row which in every case did not have to repeat call or
report; unlike the LU/PY run earlier that took days it
seemed like repeating and repeating call and rpt. There
were also 4 other tango zulus working the contest which
became confusing at times for the DX.

N4PQX: Limited time for me, very sporadic seat time,

just 10.5 hours so tried to maximize mults for a better
score. Conditions seemed quite good, nice opening on
10m Sunday morning into Europe, let's hope that contin-
ues into fall contest time. Heard lots of the locals and
the not so local IN3ZNR.

N4ZC: All search and pounce. As in the past, the
price to have 10m open is poor low bands. In the past it
didn't matter much that my amp doesn't work on 10. It
mattered big time this year with so many signals just
above the noise. It took much too long to get what I got.
Often the first hour can be slow as everyone has a big
pileup. This was a great year, everyone came back on
the first call for an 80 first hour. This contest doesn't
generate as much DX as CQWW so there were too
many dull periods with nothing left to work. Ilost a few
hours doing my Sunday radio show and about an hour
of S9+ rain static but all in all a pretty good weekend.
I'm just getting too old to put in as much time as in the
past.

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Your Single Band DXCC Numbers on the CDXA Web Site

For the last few months there has been a link on CDXA’s Web site that takes users to a page showing our members’ Single
Band DXCC numbers (http://www.cdxa.org/dxcc_individual _band_count.shtml). Many have noticed there are a lot of blank
spots on the page where they expect to see some big numbers. Some members don’t even have entries. So the page doesn’t
reflect the true status of our members’ accomplishments. This article explains why this is so and how we will correct the situa-
tion.

Where do the numbers come from? The DXCC numbers we now show come from the ARRL Web site. Almost daily they
post a PDF file for each of the DXCC awards showing the current DXCC standings for those that have received that particular
award. These files show each member’s total entity count, current plus deleted entities. About the first of each month I
download these files and paste the data from each into an Excel file, each one in a separate worksheet. I also paste a current list
of CDXA members and the numbers currently shown on the CDXA single band Web page in separate worksheets. Then [ run a
program which extracts the entity counts for CDXA members and shows which ones have changed from last month. I email this
information to Wayne, the Webmaster, and he updates the Web page.

Why the blank spots? Each ARRL file only shows your call if you applied (and paid for) that particular award. For example,
you may have credit for 300 countries on 20 meters. But if you haven’t applied for the 20 meter single band award you won’t
show in the ARRL 20 meter file.

How will we fix this on the CDXA Web site? The only way I know of is for each member who isn’t happy with her/his num-
bers on the CDXA site to send me her/his current numbers. You can do this in one of two ways: 1) Mail me a paper copy of the
DXCC Award Credit Slip you receive from the ARRL after they process an application, or 2) Email me
(w3oa@roadrunner.com) a screen shot of your DXCC Account Status page for your Logbook of the World account. We will
then keep these numbers on the CDXA page until you send us new numbers as specified above or a new number appears in one
of the ARRL files.

How do I email you a screen shot? It’s a simple process:

1.) Open up your email program and start an email to w3oa@roadrunner.com with a subject line of your callsign plus the words
“DXCC Status”.

2.) Using your Internet browser, navigate to your DXCC Account Status page for your Logbook of the World account.

3.) Click on the Status page, then hold down the Alt key and push the Print Screen key.

4.) Click in the body block of the email you started in step 1. Then hold down the Ctrl key and push the V key. This should put
a picture of your status page, like the one below, in the email. Please make sure the picture is big enough so I can read the num-
bers.

4.) Send the email to me.

When should I send this information? You don’t need to send me your information if you are happy with the numbers shown
for you now. If you aren’t happy with them you should normally send me your information once just after the DXCC Desk has
processed an application for you. But for our transition to this new procedure send me your information by the first of May so I
can include it in the May update.

Logbook of the World

At last look, Logbook of the World (LoTW) had just under 339,000,000 entries resulting in a little over 39,820,000 QSL records.

Many more International radio amateurs are now enrolled in LoTW resulting in rapid and inexpensive confirmation of contacts
for at least ARRL awards. I recently hit a milestone by having over 30% of all QSO records submitted to LoTW be confirmed by
that means. The incremental QSO records now being added result in a much higher percentage of confirmation as more and more
people become LoTW users. I am also finding the contesting community is using the system more and more to reduce the burden
of responding to QSL cards. It is not unusual to find many contest QSOs confirmed when you upload as early as Monday morn-
ing following a contest weekend.

So, ladies and gents, become a LoTW user if you want to reduce your postage expense and speed QSL response.
