CW QSOs count two points each, and phone QSOs count one point, so the total of our CW and phone QSO points is
4,453. Our power multiplier is 2 because all our transmitters were under 150 watts. This gives us 8,906 points. We
can add 1,040 bonus points for using 100% emergency power, attempting to get media publicity, sending a message
to our Section Manager, copying the WIAW Field Day message, originating 9 National Traffic System messages,
being visited by an elected official, being visited by a Red Cross representative, conducting an educational activity,
and submitting our scores via the Web.

The three stations were each in a separate room in Joe’s house. One station was dedicated to CW and used a Ken-
wood TS-2000 with Joe’s permanent station antennas — a Tennadyne T12 and G5RV. The second station operated
SSB with a Yaesu FT-1000MP Mark-V and used a Cushcraft A-3 and an 80/40 turn style dipole for antennas. The
third station used another TS-2000 to operate both CW and SSB on forty meters with a vertical loop antenna and 15
meters with a Moxon Rectangle. All three stations used N1MM logging software, and the computers were connected
in a wireless network.

We had a fourth station using a TS-2000 monitoring six meters to see if there was enough activity to justify taking

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CDXA Scores Way Up in ARRL 10

Meter Contest

The final results of last year’s ARRL 10 Meter Contest
have been published. This included the results of the
2011 Club Competition. CDXA’s total score was
4,457,550 points, way more than last year’s score of
1,188,626. However, propagation was so good every-
one’s scores went up. As a result we dropped from sev-
enth of the 29 clubs in the Medium Category in 2010 to
14th of 38 clubs in 2011. We only had 20 entries of the
50 allowed in the Medium Category. So we can move
up a lot this year just by increasing the number of our
members entering the contest.

Listed below, in alphabetical order, are the CDXA
members who contributed to our Club score and scored
in the top half of their class. The last column shows the
member’s place in his class in the geographic area
shown and the number of entrants in that class from that
area.

CQ Magazine has published the results of the 2011 CQ DX
Marathon, so we can now finalize the results of our CDXA
DX King competition for 2011. The top standings are listed
below. The calls of W30A and W3ZL are engraved on the
perpetual trophies for their class, and all those listed have re-
ceived certificates acknowledging their achievement. (W30OA
is on the Unlimited trophy because K5SEK is on it for 2011 and
our rules say you can’t win that trophy two years in a row.)

First Place, Unlimited Category: ~ KSEK with 314 points
Second Place, Unlimited Category: W3OA with 305 points
Third Place, Unlimited Category: N4ZC with 304 points
Fourth Place, Unlimited Category: W3GQ with 304 points
Fifth Place, Unlimited Category: ~WA4DT with 304 points
First Place, Formula Category: W3ZL with 254 points
Second Place, Formula Category: W4NZC with 220 points
Third Place, Formula Category: WAWNT with 189 points

KS5EK was also 11th in the U.S. and 22nd world-wide. W3ZL
was 7th in the U.S. and 14th world-wide in the Formula Class
— 100 watts option.

You will notice we had three entries with 304 points. In cases
like this CQ applies the rule that says “In the case of ties, the
operator whose last scoring contact was earlier chronological-
ly will be judged the winner.”

Congratulations to all our winners. There are still almost six
months left in the 2012 competition so everyone has ample
opportunity to increase their score for 2012.

And for some really “Wayback” radio trivia:

Who invented radio? This honor is generally accorded
to three people:

In 1864, James Clerk Maxwell declared that radio

waves had to exist. Studying his “Maxwell’s Equa-

?ons” convinced him of this. His prediction was per-
ect.

In 1886, Heinrich Hertz correctly assembled a crude
transmitter and receiver. But Hertz was a professor just
trying to prove Maxwell’s assertion. It doesn’t seem to
have occurred to him that radio waves were useful.

In 1894, Guglielmo Marconi read about Hertz’s experi-
ment and instantly recognized that radio was a signaling
device. He devoted the rest of his life to developing
practical equipment. He is usually called the “father
of radio”.

Many people are convinced that experiments by Nikola
Tesla preceded Marconi’s by a few months. But Tesla
was disorganized and his work in this area had no im-
pact. ...Shocking, huh?
