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CQ Publishes Results of the 2011 CQWW CW Contest
Dick Williams, W30A

CQ has published the final results of last year’s CQ World Wide Contest. CDXA placed eleventh among the 66 U.S.
entries in the club competition. Our score was 60,196,309 points. That’s pretty respectable when you consider some of
the clubs that beat us are a lot bigger than CDXA. It’s also one place higher than in 2010. But we can do better this
year. See the accompanying article in this issue announcing this year’s CDXA CW Contest Within A Contest
(CWAQC).

This was the sixth year we have entered the team contesting competition. CDXA’s five-man CW team (ISO/K7QB,
N2TU, N4ZC, W3GQ, and W30A) scored enough points to place fifth among the 23 teams entered, world wide. The
team score was 17,608,406 points. Unfortunately, even though we took all the steps necessary to have our team recog-
nized, the team was omitted from CQ’s results article. The contest manager, K3EST, has assured us this will be correct-
ed in an errata to be published in CQ. Note that there was also a bug in the 2011 SSB results which kept some people
from getting credit for all their contacts. See the next page for details.

Listed below, in alphabetical order, are the calls of CDXA members who scored in the top half of their class as listed in
CQ. The last column shows the entrant’s place in his class and the number of entrants in that class. Those calls shown
in bold face will receive certificates from CQ.

K2SX was one of the two operators at V31AO in Belize. That team scored 5,121,672 points.

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The software used to score the 2011 CQWW logs had some bugs which resulted in many stations losing credit for valid
contacts. These erroneous score were published in the August CQ and consequently in the August Pileup. CQ has now

The rules are available in
full at http://www.cqww.com/rules.php or page 38
of the September CQ. All CDXA members are eli-
gible for the CDXA certificates.

There is a major change to CQ’s rules this year.
Now all logs must be submitted within five days
after the end of the contest. That’s November 2
for the SSB contest and November 30 for the CW
contest. Previously we had 30 days.

Prizes will be based on your claimed score and pre-
sented at the Christmas dinner. Let me know at
w30a@adelphia.net if you have any questions or
suggestions, need help in preparing for CQWW, or
if you’re planning a DXPedition for CQWW.
