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CQWW CW Starts Friday after Thanksgiving

The SSB contest was a lot of fun – the high bands were open like last year.  Ten meters was especially good and was 
the highest scoring band for most of our entries.  Let’s hope the CW weekend is just as good.  As of this writing, our 
Club score is almost 26 million points.  Last year we were at just over 33 million points.  Why the big decline this year?  
The main reason is that none of our members participated in major contest DXpeditions, as AA4V has done recently.  
So we need a very strong effort in the CW contest to reach our goal of getting CDXA back to the top ten in the club 
competition.  See the following article in this issue on how to take advantage of our network of CW Skimmers to im-
prove your score.  After you finish your Thanksgiving celebration, get on the air, have some fun, and contribute to 
CDXA’s club score.  Everyone’s contribution will help. 
 
Doug (K4LY), Roger (N4ZC), Paul (W3GQ), Dick (W3OA), and Gary (W7DO) formed the CDXA five-man SSB 
team. The Team scored almost 12.9 million points.  This is very close to last year’s best ever score of 13.6 million 
points. 
 
Everyone who operates in the contest should submit their log to CQ to contribute to our Club score.  CQ will send you 
an email confirming receipt.  If you didn’t get the email, you need to resubmit.  Full details on how to do this are in the 
contest rules at http://www.cqww.com/rules.htm.  Remember to show “Carolina DX Association” as your Club. 
 
The deadline for submitting logs to CQ is Friday after the contest at 2400 UTC, November 30.  That’s 7 pm 
EST. 
 
I need your results at the same time so I can have the CWAC prizes ready to present at our December 13th CDXA 
party.  Send me your number of QSOs, number of countries, number of zones, and total score.  Additionally, I need 
your power level (high, low, or QRP) and whether or not you were assisted.  And, if you made over 1000 QSOs, your 
preference for a prize – trophy or Outback Steak House gift card.  Send them to w3oa@roadrunner.com. 
 
Some Soapbox Comments (some edited for brevity): 
 
K4DXA: Could not do full time.  Still had fun and worked some good stuff, missed some also.  The stations that were 
perceived as the only one in a zone were massive pileups and guys were calling on top of them.  I don't think they could 
hear them! 
 
K2SX: Had antenna problems most of the weekend but it (yes, singular) finally gave out Sunday morning.  And, that 
happened before the Perfect Storm passed by.  Such is life... 
 
K4LY: 10 meters was surprisingly good especially considering the SS numbers. This was the first time I had 3 band 
DXCC in a CQWW, all S+P. Was asked to participate on Carolina DX Association 5-man team so knew I had to get 
the station back in order. Used trusty old TS-850 instead of the Flex 1500- my favorite toy.  Ran assisted to maximize 
score and that presented problems for me.  I'm not very familiar clicking on a band map and on several occasions I 
mindlessly was calling stations below our band limits, so I will have to somehow eliminate those contacts from my 
score, but still keep them in the log so others don't get penalized.  Murphy was present.  My mic was occasionally inter-
mittent through Saturday evening when I finally changed to a different one.  I lost my rotator at 2 PM local on Sunday 
and had to use my 40M dipole for most 10/15/20 directions after that.  Cost me some mults.  I think this was my first 
real contest effort since turning 70 two years ago.  Hope I'm good for a few more.  Using real old Hygain TH3 Jr, 40M 
dipole, Hytower on 80M, and 160M inverted L.  
 
K4UWH: Kind of a rough weekend down here on the coast but no real damage problems.  100 Watts.  Ten Tec Omni 
7, GAP Titian vertical - - Very unusual to find me on SSB – Mainly a CW guy here.  Conditions sounded pretty good. 
 
K5EK: What a difference 3db (kw vs 500 w) makes in a basic search and pounce operation. 
 
KZ2I: Here's my totals for CQWW.  Higher than I expected because Cec had to go back to NJ and our plans were can-
celed.  Probably could have been better, but since this was supposed to be a non-competitive outing, I never got around 
to putting new finals in the amplifier.  And didn't work on the antennas.  And we had 3 hour neighborhood power fail-
ure on Friday night.  To add to the fun, I've come up with a bout of diverticulitis.  The doc is treating with antibiotics.

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 One of those caused me to ‘pray to the great god RALPH' for most of Thursday.  Then went for CT scan Friday, so the 
dye and all are doing their wonderful things.  Even got 7 hours sleep both nights!  But at least the contest took it all off 
of my mind for a while.  
 
K8YC: It was work with the 15m section of one exciter not working and the other exciter which had 15m not being 
able to be connected to a linear amp.  Yet, the competitive juices flowed a little (more than I'd ever have guessed) and I 
probably had about 9 hours in the chair.  Sure hope by 2013 or 2014 there is a beam in my life. 
 
N4PQX: The Good:  Business trip cancelled so got to contest, very good conditions, had fun.  The Bad: Had to work 
Sunday so just Sunday early am for contesting, Horrid line noise all bands below 20m (especially Sat. night) so very 
few low band contacts, limited chair time.  Heard most of the gang and conditions at least as good if not better than last 
year, so I expect there will be huge scores, hope everyone did well.  10m was great.  Only 18 hours 20 minutes of chair 
time, but managed a decent score despite all S&P. 
 
N4ZC: The price you pay for good 10m is poor low bands. I worked 155 DXCC.  Every year gets harder but I never 
would have thought, years ago, I'd be doing this well at 74.  This was my 55th year of CQWW. Best result was 1960, 
#4 world as KP4AOO. 
 
W4WNT: The CQ WW Phone contest was great this year.  Definitely improved my score due to conditions and more 
time on the air.  Pacific stations all over the 10m band helped, as did having 10m open so much of the time. 
 
W4ZV: My top Yagi is broken so I only used the lower two...a little handicap in beaming multiple directions at times.  
Conditions here were definitely down compared to last year and especially noticeable to the Far East.  I missed zones 
18, 23, 24, 26, 34 and 39.  I did hear a couple of very weak zone 24 but conditions were such that there was no point in 
even calling.  I'm sorry to say it but it appears that last Fall was the short-term sunspot/flux peak and the 12 month 
Smoothed Sunspot Number (SSN) may have peaked in February 2012.  Oh well, it was fun while it lasted.  Back to the 
low bands! 
 
W7DO: 500 Q's on Ten Meters, Amazing Propagation! 
 
 

...Last (and Least) the Perspective From PJ7 
 
The good news is that, based on the posted raw scores, the team of Chris, WW4CP, and John, NV4A, was #1 in PJ7 for 
the CQWW Phone Contest.  The bad news is that we were #81 out of 81 for multi-op stations in North America!  OK, 
so we didn’t really go to St. Maarten to score big in the contest, especially since we didn’t arrive until late Saturday 
afternoon local time.  We did at least expect to get on the air and make some contacts Sat. night, and had high hopes for 
Sunday.  Murphy’s Law struck, first in the form of very bad traffic from the airport to the hotel (local construction), 
and then in the form of a combination of software problems, and the Buddipole-based 20m dipole not getting out very 
well, in spite of our location right next to the ocean.  Last, but not least, we learned that St. Maarten follows the US 
bandplan ...so no going below the US band to find a clear CQ frequency.  Anyway, while Chris got his Flex 3000 oper-
ating with N1MM Sunday morning, I set the Buddipole 
up as a full sized 10m vertical with two radials.  Every-
thing worked fine, and 10m was wide-open, but it was 
too late to make a lot of difference. 
 
While we didn’t do much in the contest, we did get to 
spend some time with a local ham, Marco Ferrante, 
PJ7MF.  Chris had met Marco on a previous visit.  This 
trip we got to help him successfully diagnose a problem 
with his amplifier and spend some time just visiting with 
him:  nice guy!  Be sure to look for him on the air, and in 
case you ever get to St. Maarten, look him up.  He’s the 
manager of Izi’s, a very nice Italian restaurant. Here he is 
outside our temporary QTH with the Buddipole just 
peeking out between us, and the water behind us. 
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CDXA Skimmer Network in CQWW – A Little Different this Time

Note for previous users:  This article is a revision to an article in the November 2011 Pileup.  The revision is needed 
to incorporate the “unique>” filter and recognize that the “spotterituzone=” filter is broken in the current version of 
the node software. 
 
CDXA will again be providing CW Skimmer spots for this month’s CQWW contest.  The plan is to have single band 
Skimmers running at K4DXA, N2TU, and W3GQ and a six band Skimmer at W3OA.  We can easily add more loca-
tions so please let me know if you will be running a Skimmer and would like your spots available for other CDXA 
members. 
 
Users will be able to get spots from the traditional Packet Cluster system plus spots from Skimmers in different size 
geographical areas.  These areas can be from one Skimmer to one state all the way up to the whole World.   
 
Here are a couple of ways you can use this system: 
 
1) The simplest way to use the system involves just setting up your logging software, such as N1MM, to use the server 
at w3oa.no-ip.org as your source for Telnet spots.  I’ve set up that node so that when users first connect they will get 
the normal human generated spots from spotters in the US plus verified Skimmer spots that come from Skimmers in 
North Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia, or Virginia.  (Note that if you have used this node before the node will use 
the filter settings you had when you last used this node.)  If you would prefer to have a different default filter in place 
when you connect to w3oa.no-ip.org,  just let me know what you want and I’ll set it up for you. 
 
2) You can change the filter used to determine which spots you get by sending the appropriate command string from 
the N1MM Telnet window to the server.  I want to be able to select different size geographical areas for the Skimmers 
sending me spots so I’ll have a number of different strings to select.  An example command string is: 
 

set dx filter spottercty=k and ((not skimmer) or master or unique>2)) 
 

This is interpreted as a logical expression. The spottercty=k tells the server to only send spots from spotters in the US.  
The ((not skimmer) or master or unique>2)) clause says send spots which (1) don’t come from a Skimmer (i.e. a hu-
man sent it), or (2) are for a station on a master list of known contest stations, or (3) are for a station which has been 
spotted by more than two Skimmers.  You can read more about constructing such filters at http://ab5k.net/
ArcDocsVer6%5CUserManual%5CArcDx.htm 
 
I will use six of N1MM’s Telnet buttons to send six different strings for different spotter source areas: 
 
 Button 
 Label String 
 
 CDXA set dx filter ((not skimmer) and spottercty=k) or ((spotter=w3oa-# or spotter=k4dxa-# or spot-

ter=w3gq-# or spotter=n2tu-#) and (master or unique>1)) 
 NC, SC set dx filter ((not skimmer) and spottercty=k) or ((spotterstate=nc or spotterstate=sc) and (master or 

unique>1))  
 Close set dx filter ((not skimmer) and spottercty=k) or ((spotterstate=nc or spotterstate=sc or spotter-

state=ga or spotterstate=va) and (master or unique>1)) 
 So East set dx filter ((not skimmer) and spottercty=k) or ((spotterstate=nc or spotterstate=sc or spotter-

state=ga or spotterstate=va or spotterstate=al or spotterstate=fl or spotterstate=tn or spotter-
state=ky or spotterstate=wv) and (master or unique>1)) 

 US set dx filter spottercty=k and ((not skimmer) or master or unique>2) 
 World set dx filter 
 
This way I can change the spotter source area on the fly during the contest.  There are lots of other variations you may 
want to try. 
 
The command show dx filter will cause the server to send your Telnet window a message showing your current filter.

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There are a couple of problems you might encounter 
with N1MM: 
 

You can send commands to the W3OA server by 
entering them into the Type: box at the top of the 
Telnet Window.  But if you put an “=” sign in that 
box the radio starts transmitting (an N1MM fea-
ture.)  So, substitute the macro “{EQUAL}” for “=” 
to avoid this problem. 

 

N1MM has built in filters to control what is shown 
in the Available Mults and Qs window.  You can set 
these from the right click options on that window.  
If you don’t see all the spots you expect it might be 
because these filters are set too tight. 

 
The server at w3oa.no-ip.org is running during the days 
now and will be running 24/7 from November 17th until 
the contest is over. This gives you time to get set up to 
use the server before the contest starts. 
 
Let me know (w3oa@roadrunner.com) if you’d like 
some help getting set up to use CDXA’s Skimmer net-
work.
