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CQWWI/CW Is the Weekend Before
Thanksgiving

The SSB contest was a lot of fun — the high bands were
open like last year. Ten meters was especially good and
was the highest scoring band for most of our entries.
Let’s hope the CW weekend is just as good. Last year
we were thirteenth among the 79 U.S. entries in the club
competition. We need a very strong effort in the CW
contest to reach our goal of getting CDXA back to the
top ten. Everyone’s contribution will help.

The CDXA packet network will have extra capabilities
during the contest that allow users to see spots from a
world-wide network of CW Skimmers. Users will be
able to get spots from the traditional Packet Cluster sys-
tem plus spots from Skimmers in different size geo-
graphical areas. These areas can be from one Skimmer
to one state all the way up to the whole World. An arti-
cle on page 7 of the last November Pileup describes how
to do this. There is a change since that article appeared.
The spotterCqzone and spotterltuzone filters now work.
So if you want to see only spots from spotters in the
Eastern U.S. you can use “set dx filter ((not skimmer) or
(skimmer and (master or unique>1))) and spotteritu-
zone=8”. If you want to see spots from spotters in East-
ern North America you can use “set dx filter ((not skim-
mer) or (skimmer and (master or unique>1))) and spot-
tercqzone=5".

Everyone who operates in the contest should submit his/
her log to CQ to contribute to our Club score. CQ will
send you an email confirming receipt. If you didn’t get
the email, you need to resubmit. Full details on how to
do this are in the contest rules at http:/www.cqww.com/
rules.htm. Remember to show “Carolina DX Associa-
tion” as your Club.

The deadline for submitting logs to CQ is Friday af-
ter the contest at 2400 UTC, November 29. That’s 7
pm EST.

And I need your results at the same time so I can
have the CWAC prizes ready to present at our Decem-
ber 5™ CDXA party. Send me your number of QSOs,
number of countries, number of zones, and total score.
Additionally, I need your power level (high, low, or
QRP) and whether or not you were assisted. And, if you
made over 1000 QSOs, your preference for a prize —
trophy or Outback Steak House gift card. Send them to
w3oa@roadrunner.com.
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Some Soapbox Comments from the SSB contest:

KZ21I: Limited time due to other commitments. Really
a shame because bands were in good shape.

K8YC: I can't believe how hard it is in CQWW to work
low power with a vertical after having a linear from
about 2001 to now. I spent most of my time filling my
DXKing slots and now have my point count to 144. IfI
have to contest again using low power and a vertical, I'll
not be contesting.

N4ZC: 1don't think NIMM knows what to do with
Z68BH or RITANU. I worked Z68BH on 15/10 and
RITANU on 20/10. The log thinks it is in Eu Russia,
even when you put the correct zone in the log as zone
13. Ilooked at the WAE rules and Z6 counts, so it
should count for CQWW. I worked Z68BH on 15 and
10 but N1MM doesn't count it. RITANU is in the South
Shetland islands and should count. I worked RI1ANU
on 20 and 10 but NIMM doesn't count it. I guess all the
N1MM logs will go in without these. Counting all
bands, I did work all 40 zones. Counting all bands, a
total of 156 countries. PS: Every year gets harder to put
in the time. At the end of the contest, my wife made a
meal. After eating, my wife said, you must really be
tired. I said, ya, but why did you say that? She said,
when you finished eating and you put the stuff back in
the fridge, you put it in the freezer.

NV4A: Murphy showed up early and stayed till the
end. When I fired everything up Friday afternoon to do
final checks, the A3S would only load up on 10m! ...bad
15m trap maybe? Anyway, nothing but multiband di-
pole 35' up, with 1kw power limit, for 15, 20, 40 and 80
made for a long weekend (yeah, I know ...whine, whine,
whine.)

Turns out with help from my neighbor
who is not a ham, trouble shooting we found a bad wire
in the rotor cable. Was able to fix that but then still
have to get the tower tilted back and reinstall a rotor,
put a ham four in instead of the tailtwister and now it
will not turn the array! Will have to figure that out on
the 4th when we return to Mint Hill this weekend.

Spent all day Saturday working on the problem and sev-
eral hours Sunday trying to get the rotor to turn as a re-
sult no contacts.

Meter Contest

(Ten Meters Is Back — Join the Fun)

Last year CDXA returned to the top ten in the Ten Me-
ter Club Competition. Our total score was 1,736,694
points putting us eighth among the 36 clubs in the Medi-
um Category. We only had 18 entries of the 50 allowed
in the Medium Category. So we can improve our stand-
ing further just by increasing the number of our mem-
bers entering the contest. To encourage more activity
we will again give Outback Steak House gift cards to
three top scoring CDXA members and raffle off a fourth
among all other CDXA participants making 100 or more
QSOs.

More important points:

e Contest starts at 7 pm EST Friday, December 6",
and ends at 7 pm Sunday. Operate no more than 36
hours.

e  Once again the 32 states of Mexico count as multi-
pliers. Make sure your logging software is up to
date and scores the Mexican multipliers.

e The exchange is just a signal report and state.

e Review the contest rules at http://www.arrl.org/10-
meter.

e The top three scoring entries will receive a $50 Out-
back Steak House gift card.

e A fourth prize of a $50 Outback Steak House gift
card will be raffled off among other CDXA mem-
bers who complete 100 or more QSOs. This in-
cludes operators at multi operator stations whose
score will count for CDXA.

e  Only members whose scores are eligible for the club
competition (meet the 175 mile criteria) as defined
in the contest rules can win the Gift Cards.

e Prizes will be based on claimed scores. You must
send your score to w3oa@roadrunner.com by De-
cember 17 to be eligible for a prize.
