CDXA is planning on continuing its streak of very competitive Field Day 

entries.  This year we will return to the QTH of Joe Barkley, KI4TZ, just 

north of Chester, South Carolina.  All stations will be in air conditioned 

space.  We will be using the callsign W4DXA. 

 

In 2007 and 2008 CDXA made history by 

setting two Field Day class records, Class 

4E (home station, four transmitters, emer-

gency power) in 2007 and Class 5E (home 

station, five transmitters, emergency pow-

er) in 2008.  In 2009, 2010, and 2011 we 

won Class 3E (home station, three transmit-

ters, emergency power).  We are out to win 

Class 3E again. 

 

Here’s our plan: 

 

Time/Date: 2 p.m. Saturday, June 27th, to 2 p.m. Sunday, June 28th. 

Location: QTH of KI4TZ north of Chester, SC. 

Class: 3E (home station, three transmitters, emergency power), 150 watts or less. 

Stations: Three stations in the house. 

 One will be SSB, all bands, 80 through 10. 

 One will be CW, 160 through 10. 

 One will be CW and SSB. 

Work Days: Saturday, June 20th, one week before Field Day, beginning at 9 a.m. 

 Friday, June 26th, the day before Field Day, to complete set up if needed.  

 

Members participating at W4DXA will receive an official CDXA Field Day T shirt similar to last year’s shirt shown 

in the picture.  In order to be guaranteed a shirt in your size you must sign up by June 12.

CQ Publishes Results of the 2014 CQWW Contest 
Dick Williams, W3OA 

 

CQ has published the final results of last year’s CQ World Wide Contest on the Web at http://www.cqww.com/

index.htm. CDXA placed thirteenth among the 64 U.S. entries in the club competition.  Our score was 47,645,672 

points total for the SSB and CW contests.  That’s pretty respectable when you consider some of the clubs that beat us 

are a lot bigger than CDXA, many had more than twice our number of entrants.   

  

The two tables below show our members’ scores for the SSB and CW contests.  They show, in alphabetical order, the 

calls of CDXA members who scored in the top half of their class as published by CQ.  The last column shows the en-

trant’s place in his class and the number of entrants in that class. 

 

Also in the CW contest, K2SX was one of the three operators at PJ4A.  That team scored 27,162,540 points operating 

from Bonaire in the multi-two class and placed number three of the 69 entrants in that class world-wide.  

 

Mark your calendar for this year’s CQWW contests. SSB is the weekend of October 23, CW the weekend of Novem-

ber 27. Get going on those antenna projects now so you’ll be ready in October!  First, here are the SSB results:
