I have an announcement about the way payments for CDXA events will be handled in the future. 
 
When we contract with a restaurant or venue for a CDXA dinner or event, we have to give them a head count so they 
can prepare for the number of people attending. 
 
At the last couple of CDXA dinners & events, we have had lots of last minute cancellations, or people just not show-
ing up after making an RSVP. At the recent CDXA Christmas party, your CDXA had to pay several hundred dollars 
to the restaurant, instead of being able to use that money to support DXpeditions.  This cannot continue.

ARRL DX Contests Start Soon

CW starts Friday evening February 19 

SSB starts Friday evening March 4 

 

Last year the CDXA moved up from number 8 to num-

ber 2 in the Medium Club category, barely edging out 

the Central Texas DX and Contest Club although we 

had 41 entries compared to the previous year’s 50 en-

tries.  It’s good to see CDXA up there in the top 5 again 

after missing it for the first time in 4 years. We had a 

close battle with the third place club in our category, but 

we were quite a distance from taking first place. This 

year again we’re going to offer prizes to folks in the 

1000, 500, and 250 contact levels (see last month’s 

Pileup on the CDXA website).  

The rules for the contest are at http://www.arrl.org/arrl-

dx, but here’s a quick overview: 

The purpose is for USA and Canadian hams to con-

tact as may DX stations in as many entities as 

possible. 

Both the CW and SSB contests begin at 7:00 PM 

EST Friday and run for 48 hours 

USA stations make as many contacts and work as 

many DXCC entities as possible on 160, 80, 40, 

20, 15, and 10 meters. Contacts with USA and 

Canadian stations do not count; however, Alas-

ka and Hawaii are considered DX for this con-

test. 

You send a signal report and your state; DX stations 

send a signal report and power.  

You get 3 points for each DX contact. You get one 

multiplier point for each NEW entity worked. 

Your final score is your number of QSO points 

times your number of multipliers. Hopefully 

you have a computer program to do this for you. 

 

Please be sure to include Carolina DX Association 

(exactly this way) in your submission to the ARRL. 

Also, please send me your score summary (number 

of contacts, multipliers, and final score) along with 

your entry category, single or all band, power level, 

with or without assistance (such as Packet Cluster) 

at pponak@carolina.rr.com  as soon as you can after 

the contest. We need to have all the info in time to 

award prizes at the CDXA dinner on March 11, so I 

will need all of your info by March 8.
