Last month (see Page 3 of the February Pileup ) we
showed an aerial picture of a phenomenal antenna farm,
and asked if anyone recognized it. Scott Douglass,
K2SD, was the first to recognize it as the QTH of Roger
Burt, N4ZC. Joe Hardy, KC4G, was next. Don Daso,
KA4ZA, who was instrumental in getting all those anten-
nas up, and in helping deliver Top Ten multi/multi
scores in contests, also provided some fascinating recol-
lections of operating from Roger’s QTH. ...more from
Don in a moment. First, here’s what Roger has to say
about the picture and the antennas:

“The picture was taken from about 350'.....not legal that
low...flaps down, as slow as she'd go. I could take 2 pic-
tures each pass...18 passes for two full rolls of

35mm. We'd have been in the trees if the engine cut
out. Two 75' towers are unseen under the plane.

There is a tower behind the house that seems to come
out of the wing strut. I'll give that info last.

Left to right, near the barn 130' tower 4 el 7 MHz with 4
el 28 MHz above...3 el 14 MHz @70' fixed SSE....4 el
21 MHz @ 45' fixed SSE.

110" tower 4 el 14 MHz at top with another at 47'...(40'
booms) Nothing magic about 47'...that's as high as |

could get it and still rotate, without hitting guys. 3 el 28
MHz fixed NE.

100" tower 6 el 21 MHz with another at 40' (36' booms)
40' cuz that's as high as I could go and rotate the tow-
er...3 el 21 MHz @ 70' fixed SSE.

120" tower 6 el 28 MHz (36' boom) later added another
6 el at 80" and 40'...it was a real death ray on 10m. We
could select top, mid, lower, top 2, lower 2 or all 3.

Between the towers (3) 4 el wire beams for 80 NE S and
W.

In the contests we'd put up a full size balloon 160 v in
the field, the other side of the barn.

Ahhhh, those were the days.... We'd operate a complete
KW station on each band. The power company loved

me.

Roger
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Don sort of starts where Roger leaves off: “Ahhhh, the
good old days at N4ZC's, where we had built a fairly
competitive station on a budget. Rog was (still is) living
on his USCG retirement, & [ was living on freelance
work. But we somehow managed to erect seven towers,
with stacks on 20 -10M, and two separate 40M beams (a
4L KLM & a Cushcraft 2L), along with SA/CA multi-
plier antennas. My Skyhook for a fullsize 160M vertical,
& some Beverages. Mostly all TS-830s or radios some
ops would bring. Mostly all SB-220 amplifiers, never
anything running legal limit. We made "the box" of Top
Ten USA M-M several times, which was always our
goal. I won the 10M Test twice, & did well in SS, too,
as a single op. The hardest part was getting operators.
Somehow, people said they were intimidated....

Well, a few towers are missing. We once had seven up
out there, w/stacks on 20 - 10M, two separate 40M
beams, dedicated SA/CA antennas, & some Beverages.
For CQ WW, we'd fly my Skyhook (...more on the
Skyhook below) for a full size 160M vertical out in the
horse pasture.

Only trouble was getting operators. Turned out, guys
were somehow "intimidated," which Rog 'n I never real-
ly understood...”

Don’s Skyhook, shown here being readied for take-off,
(that’s Don in the red hat) in a pho-
to by Scott, K2SD, was a full size
160m vertical taken aloft by a mini |
-blimp. There were about 60 radi- |
als run along the ground, as shown |
in another photo by Scott, showing
Don and then-KF4HK, now
K4SQR, Jim Miller, attaching the
radials to a “base” of copper tub-
ing. For more information on the
Skyhook, you can read the article
in the May 1997 QST (page 31) by
Don, titled 4 Skyhook for the 90’s which gives lots of
details, in case you have a big empty field and a desire
to be a Big Gun on 160. (To read the article, just log on
to the ARRL website, and search for “Skyhook.”)

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2015 ARRL DX Contest Wrap Up

Another year, and another ARRL DX contest is in the books. We awarded some of the prizes at our DX dinner at
Pike’s Soda Shop in South End on Friday night, March 11™. Others who couldn’t attend will receive theirs in the
mail. Full results will be available later in the year on the ARRL website.
Our score was a bit off from last year although the conditions seemed pretty good for this part of the solar cycle. Sun-
day proved to be a good day for 10 meters on phone. This year we reported a total score of 28.1 million points as op-
posed to last year’s 31.1 million points.
Please make sure to report your log to the ARRL using Carolina DX Association (exactly this way) in your summary
sheet under the Club section in order for us to get your points added to our club score. If you aren’t sure if you did it
correctly, then submit your Cabrillo file again as the robot will pick up the last correct file that you submitted. Logs
may be uploaded online or emailed to DXCW@arrl.org or DXPhone@arrl.org. You must have your CW logs up-
loaded or postmarked by March 22 and your Phone logs uploaded or postmarked by April 5. You can also make sure
your logs were received. Just Click here .

Our winners were:

Top combined score: K7BV, Dennis, 4,648,824 points
Top CW score: KSEK, Ed, 2,107,560 points

Top Phone score: W3GQ, Paul 1,580,706 points

Top CW Low Power: AA4R, Bill 755,604 points

Top Phone Low Power: KU4V, Wayne 654,300 points.

In other results, members who won prizes for completing 1000 or more contacts combined CW and Phone were:

Members who completed 500 or more contacts combined CW and Phone were:

Members who completed 250 or more contacts were:
K2SD, Scott. K4CEB, Eric. W3ZL, Cliff

The raffle held for the 500+ and 250+ categories was won by W3SA, John.

Here are some soapbox comments (edited) from the CW contest:

AA4R- Had a good contest, although 10 m was in bad shape, 222 contacts on 10 m in 2015 vs. 92 today. So had to
make up for it on the other bands. Fortunately 15 turned out OK. Conditions seemed to be better on Sat vs. Sun for
some reason. Running with dipoles on all bands .... Sure miss a beam!!

K2SD- Was limited to my R8 Vertical since beam is awaiting repair. Regardless had a good time.
K2SX- Condx were not good for low wire antennas abt 800 watts. 10M was really interesting with spotlight openings
to much of EU. 160 was disappointing with nothing heard from EU. 15M proved to be the money band here even with

a low delta loop. Lots of noise on 20M, apparently local.

K5EK- Skimmers need to be vastly improved. I finally turned them off in my spotter as they were very inaccurate
(tiny understatement).
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W4LM- Beaming from High atop the Blue Ridge
Mountains, at least from the side of one!

And from the SSB contest:

AA4R- Didn’t put in as many hours this year. Getting
old!!

K2SX- A little surprise, but a pleasant one, to hear 10m
open late on Sunday, just like on the CW Contest. May-
be there is hope yet.

KZ21- Big mistake was wearing myself out working on
putting dipoles back up Friday right before contest. Paid
back in 89 gsos and 58 mults on 80 and 160. However,
Ye Olde Muscles were talking to me all weekend. This
year’s conditions were good, but definitely not as hot as
last year. 10m was surprisingly good Sunday with 81
countries worked.

N4ZC- I’'m really getting too old for this stuff. Ino
longer try to win... just reach my own goals... DXCC,
1000Q, and a million points. I had 105 on 20, 109 on
15, and 88 on 10. I don’t have an antenna for 160 or 40.

NV4A- Had a lot of fun both weekends... just didn’t
have enough operating time. Was surprised both week-
ends to get openings to the far east even on 10 on both
Sunday afternoons.

W4PNY- This is the first time I’ve worked a contest for
a score.

W4WNT- [ didn’t spend as much time on this one.
