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PETER I ISLAND (3Y)

Along with the racent announcemsnt that
Norway’'s Peter 1 Island has been granted
provisional scceptance as a DXCC country comses
the desire to know mors about this distant

island. It sesms only a few months ago that
Willy de Roos, WVK9YR, anticipated putting
Pater 1 1Ismland on tha air for the first timse,

but alas, it was decided, at that particular

timw, that Peter I Island would not gualify
for separate country status. WNevaertheless,
Peter 1 Island is sccepted and will be a

DXCC whensver somecons operates from there.
Peter 1 Island is an uninhabited island
located off tha coast
Prllingshausen Sea at
degraes 38’ W. It was first sighted in 1821
by the Russian sxplorsr Admiral von
Bellingshausen, However, the first landing was
not made until 1929 by a Norwegian expedition
more than one hundred years later. The
island was placed under NorwsgQian soversignty
in 1931 and became a dependency in 1933,

When first sighting Peter [ Island,
Bellingshausen expedition thought they
found a large mass of land,
But upon nearing the land it was obvious they
had discovered an island. Thay wers unable to
get closer than 14 miles of the island becauswe
of solid ice. Bellingshausen saw [1] *... ice
capped rock cliffs rising several thousand
feat from the sea on the outer wsdge of the ice
pack.” He named it Peter 1 Island after the
great Russian Czar.

It wasn’t until
hundred yaars later that a confirmssd
landing was made on the island. A Norwagian
supadition aboard the research vessel Norwegia
landed on . the island on Februasry 1, 1929 and
claimed it $or  Norway., HWhile on the
island, the Norwagians constructed a hut on a
rocky platform overlooking the anchorage at

_Sande+ jordbukta. At lewast one writer believes

‘ that Norway has periodically maintained a
cache of easrgency provisions on the island
since that tiss. Dut Captain Heinz Aye of the
passenger ship WY Norld Discoverer, while on
a circumnavigation cruise #rom Chile to New
Zealantd, claims to have made the first landing
since 1929 when he lad a landing party to thes

\\:fhor-l“ of the island in 19682.
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During tha vyears since tha island was
first discovered, NUMEr ous vassels have
sighted the island, have sven circumsnaviagated

the island in order to determine its size and
confirm its sxact location, but landings
ware not attempted because of the same ice

that prevented Bellingshausen +From landing.

In 1955, somwone aboard the the U.8.8
Atks wrote [2]: "Petar I lsland, whose
ice-shesthed, 4080-fopt summit was hidden in
clouds. Its precipitous €liffs were the most
dramatic we had seen so far. The ice cap
pressed tp their brink and at the foot of one
shewr drop, which sssssd ¢t be about 28889
feet, burgy bits Floated about in the water.
Apparently an iceberg had recently broken off
an fallen the height of
buildings into the Sea.”

Peter 1 Island, which is thought to have
a land arwma of &9 square wiles is considerably
larger than Norway’s Bouvet Island (19 Square
miles). According to the log of the NV Norld
Digcoverer (3] *it is an impressive aass of
basalt lava rock, about 11-1/2 X & miles, and
with 3 peaks up to 5,738 ft. high. The top is
pgpraanantly covered with glacial ice."

The landing of Captain Aye and his party

is vividly described froa the log aof the Norld
Discoverer’s [31: "It was late and getting
dark, with a low ribbon of ssris sist across
tha black face of what little cliff was not
snNow or fce-covered, To the right of the
chosen landing site was a huge narrow and flat
plece of volcanic rock jutting partly into the
swa, its sides sheer and its top jagged and
turreted. The over-all impression was of a
prohistoric movie sat ~-- dark, forsboding,
saysterious."”
o As you ars probably aware, Antarctica is
essantially an "international park®™) the
signatories of the 19359 MAntarctic Treaty
agreed to sst aside the Antarctic region for
psaceful purposss and asssntially, for =a
pariod of tisme, forget territorial claiss.
This treaty is the reason Antarctica is only
one country for DICC purposes, wsventhough the
region is divided up into pis—shapad
territories. The DXCC country status of Peter
1 Island ism not affected by the ¢tresaty,
because i1t becase a depsndency af Norway in
1933, .before ths treaty was signed.
