OLD MEMPHIS WITH AN OLD MEMPHIS HAM
—Harry Simpson W4MI

Let’s leave Memphis for a moment, and go eastward to Chattancoga, where
I would like to have you meet one of the most outstanding hams it has
ever been my pleasure to meet - Benton White W4PL. Ben passed away
several years ago, leaving Amateur Radio the richer from his having
been a part of it for so many years. Let me start at the beginning:

Benton White was a young Chattanooga attorney. His father had left him
well-of f, and he had parlayed his inheritance intao millions by the time
he was 40. As he told me in the early forties, ”"We had aver a million
dollars, tax-paid, in just one checking account! We had no children,
and I simply decided to retire.”

Wanting to remain active, he decided upon photography as a hobby, then
decided that it would be too much trouble to go to different locations
in all kinds of weather in order to take the pictures. He then
contacted the Brainerd Radioc Club and arranged for members of that
group to teach him how to become a ham. They did a good job!

A typical example: He and I were thrown together to handle emergency
traffic during the Midwest Flood in 1851. For 41 consecutive hours uwe

were the only inlets and outlets for Topeka, Kansas. We handled
hundreds of messages for Government officials, the American Red Cross
and Western Union. As a matter of fFact, we received citations from the
mayor of Topeka, ARRL and Western Union for our extended efforts.

He served his city, his state and his country fFor many decades, and I
don’t believe he ever spoke a word into a microphone in his entire
career! He was a cw man’'s cw man! As conditions required, he would
send or receive at 5 to 49 wpm, with never a complaint.

Now that you have been introduced, you will probably hear more about
Ben, but let me close this session thusly: About 40 years ago, [ told
Bentaon I was coming to Chattanooga for a visit. He suggested that I
stay at the Read House, which I did. During that visit, he came down
to the Hotel in his sneakers, T-shirt and faded jeans and took me to

his home for the evening. When I left the Read House, the clerk
refused my money. “Mr. White said net to charge you, sir!”  What has

Mr. White got to do with my bill ?....

”0Oh, quite a lot,sir - he owns the hotel!”
