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DXCC FRESH START

Our friend John Parrott, W4FRU who was
elected as Chairman of the DXAC this year
has passed along a statement which will be
edited here but is only the first of a
series of updates concerning a study on
the advisibility of restructuring the
DXCC.

The present DXCC has evolved from post
WW II to its present level over the past
40 years, During that period, there has
been many changes in the philosophy of
accreditation, verification, criteria and
administration., Viewing the simple manner
that administration of yesteryears DXCC
was conducted in contrast with today's
rigid interpretation of the rules, has
long struck me as being a bit unfair to
many DXers, who are still or will be,
¢climbing the DXCC Awards ladder.

This may well be as good a time as any
to consider giving the DXCC a new face.In
conducting this study, the DXAC will con-
sider all aspects of the DXCC including
the number and types of awards,accrediat-
ioa criteria, administration of awards,
operating ethics, country criteria and
the countries list, The big question to
be desided is whether the DXCC should
continue unchanged, be restructured with
a fresh start as was the case in 1945 or
provide a transition mechanism to a new
DXCC program, without loss of credits for
one's present standing in the DXCC.

The DXAC will ensure high standards and
prestige remain., The DXAC's final report
is presently scheduled for 31 Dec 1988.
