The A-Index indicates the Earth’'s
magnetic field on a scale of 1 — 400.
In general terms, when the index 1is
high, signals passing through or near
the polar regions will suffer inc-
reased absorption due to increased
D and E-layer electron densities.
Values of less than 18 are needed for
vary good conditions, between 19 and

25 give increased noise on laow freq-
uencies without much affecting the
higher frequencies. Values greater
than 25 signify noticeably disturbed
conditions on all bands.

The sunspot number is a rather sub-
jective figure which relies on an
observer counting sunspots and sun-—
spot groups on the Sun’s surface.
Different observers loaoking at the
same solar image may come up with
different sunspot numbers! These
are rarely used in predictive
formulas. However, the 18 cm Noise
flux is accurately measurable at
ground level, and is closely
correlated with the intensity of the
radiation responsible for fTorming
the E and F layers {which of course
cannot be measured at ground level).
A high flux implies high levels of
ignization and hence high maximum
usable frequencies (MUF)}.

Ed. Note: Preograms for your
Personal computer are available
which will predict the MUF to
various parts of the world. They
require you to input the current
sunspot number or the solar flux
value. If interested, I can run
