When I had
completed my work I discovered that
I had, over the course of several
trips up the tower., brought about
3PY lbs. of toole and hardware.
Rather than carry the now un-needed
tools and materials down by hand,

in a small barrel by using a pulley,
which fortunately was attached to
the gin pole at the top of the

I went back to the
ground and untied the rope holding
it tightly to insure a slow descent
of the 3@® lbs. of tools. You will
note in Block Numher 11 of the
Accident Reporting Form that I

weigh only 195 1lbs.
"Due to my surprise at being jerked
off the ground so suddenly, 1 lost

my presence of mind and forgot to

At approximately the
same time, however, the barrel of
tools hit the ground and the bottom
fell out of the barrel. Devoid of
the weight of the tools, the barcel
now weighed approximately 20 lbs.

I refer you again to my weight 1n
Block 11. As you might 1magine, 1
began a rapid descent down the side
of the tower. In the vicimity of
the 48’ level, 1 met the barrel
coming upi this accounts for the
w0 fractured ankles and the

lacerations on my legs and lower
body . " Co

"The encounter with the barrel
slowed me enough to lessen my
injuries when 1 felil on to the pile
of toonls., and fortunately only 3
vertebrae were cracked. I’m s@grry
to report, however, that as I lay
there on the tools, in pain, unable
to stand, and watching the empty
barrel BY’' above me, I again lost
my presence of mind., 1 let go of
the rope.”
