July 1, 1987

In response to the many excellent
comments from DXers, we have rescin-
ded (effective i1mmediately) the memo
of Javnwuary 2, 1987, to all CQ check
polints.

The major aim of the January &,
1987 memo was to simptify and clarify
the Zone 23/2Z2one 24 boundary. While
the re~definition of Zone 23 ancd
Zane 24 made it extremely easy to
determine the CR Zone of a BY stat-
ions 1t had two undesireable effects.

First, the traditional Zone £23/24
boundary was drastically changed

which 15 not in the best interests of
the historicael cantinuity of the WAZ
program.

Second, the change made it several

times more difficult for an amateur
to work Zone 23 by removing some
19,009,908 Chinese people and 300,009
sgquare miles from Zone 23, and
considering them to be 1n Zone S,
which 1s already fairly easy to work.

The ambiguity of the ald Zone 23/04
boundarys, however, obviously needed
attention.

The solution presented here, wh:le
still changing the Zone 23/24
boundary slightly, does so0 1n such

a way as to be as consistent as
possible with the historical bount-
arys while embracting the current
palitical subdivisions within the
Peoples Republic of Lhina. The
solution also has the benefit of
