Carowinds Repeater Rebuilt

The Carowinds repeater has been removed from the
top of the Holiday Inn for complete refurbishing.
A amplifier has been added to the unit along with a
new cabinet and new interconnecting cables. We
are still working with cooling fans and some other
minor changes before moving back to the Holiday
Inn. By the time you read this, the repeater may be
moved back. It is presently operating at the QTH of
K4MQG with a G7 at the 120 foot level of his new
tower. The feed line will have to be replaced at the
Holiday Inn to allow the increased power. We tried
to add a preamp to the Repeater but because of the
increase in output power, it would not work
without lots of De-Sense. This may be able to be
corrected when and if we change out the Repeater
Hardware.

The 78/18 repeater has been located at the Holiday
Inn at Carowinds since 1973 having been placed on
the building before it opened to the public. The
original equipment was purchased by KD4IL( then
WAJIPQ) and AA4SC ( then WB4YFC). CDXA
now maintains and supports the repeater. --

SOLAR TERRESTRIAL BULLETIN

Solar Terrestrial Dispatch has begun the
operation of a new service in the form of a
publically accessible computer Bulletin Board
Service (BBS). The phone number to this system
is: (403) 756-3008. It is accessible 24-hours a day,
7 days a week and uses a communications protocol
of 8-bits, no parity, and one stop-bit.
Communications is supported at baud rates of 300,
1200 or 2400 baud.

A great deal of additional data, warnings and
forecasts (data which is not available over the
electronic networks) is available to registered users
f this BBS. This system is tied into our central
facilities where data is regularly downloaded for
public consumption on the BBS. Registered users
are also permitted to force the system to obtain the
most recent data sets. This powerful feature
permits the registered public to obtain data which is
less than 2 minutes old.

A few of the additional features available to
registered users of this system include:

- Significant Graphical data plots.

- 72-hour Radio Propagation Forecasts for HF and
VHF communicators.

- 72-hour Solar Flare event forecasts.

- Proton forecasts for 72-hour periods.

- PCA forecasts and expected PCA levels.

- MUF and Signal Quality Forecasts for 72-hour
periods.

- And much more.

This new service provides the public (both
professional and interested amateurs) with valuable
new data and forecast services. We weicome all
those who are interested to call this new system.
Additional details are available there.

To connect to the system, dial the phone
number: (403) 756-3008. The protocol used is: 8-
bit words, no parity, and one stop bit. Supported
communication rates are: 300, 1200, and 2400
baud. This system operates 24 hours a day, 7 days
a weck.

PacketCluster Update

There has been a lot of activity and problems with
the packetcluster in the last month. The good news
is that help is on the way as soon as new equipment
is ordered. More good news is that we now have at
least 20 nodes active on the PK system. Now that
we have gotten a good path to KC4LWI, he has
added NOOT in Raleigh. With the majority of users
now off of the backbones, things are working faster
and with less congestion. We still have a major
problem at TOX that I will describe next. Also our
Columbia users can access WX4M via a 220 link
and that has helped the TOX congestion(TOX
hearing Columbia stations direct) the most. The
backbone to Roanoke is not on 145.75 so that circuit
is also working well. Now to the bad news!

TOX was hit by a large power surge and possibly a
lightning hit several weeks ago. The 20 amp power
supply was blown as was the AC surge protector.
There was lots of damage in the building housing
TOX on Mt Toxaway. AC outlets were destroyed
and a large transformer on the poll outside was
completely blown apart. We think that we now have
some damage to the TNC and possibly the radio
because of the power surge. Each HOT afternoon,
we lose touch with TOX even with lots of power.
We are purchasing a new Radio and TNC for a trip
up to the mountain in the next several weeks. We
are also going to look at better cooling
arrangements.
