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CQ CQ CQ CONTEST! FROM WBA4IUX PORTABLE
VPS... WHISKEY BRAVO FOUR INDIA UNIFORM X-
RAY PORTABLE VICTOR PAPA 9.CONTEST!

If I said it once, I said it 10,000 times during the weekend of
the ARRL DX SS8B test. Yes, I should have borrowed
KN4HW's voice keyer which he so graciously offered.

This was my third trip to Bermuda, and the second for a
contest. The first trip was in July 1987 for the LRU
Radiosport. The second was for my honeymoon in May 1989
(didn’t hear me on the air, did you? Future wife said
something about “radios on a honeymoon™777)

I had decided that Murphy would not travel with me on this
trip, and for all practical purposes he didn’t. I had 2

transceivers (thanks to WB4QNP and K48GL), tools, ’

logbooks in case the laptop computer crashed, extra wire for
antennas, medicine for unpredictable sinuses, and *“‘contest
food” 10 keep me going, Murphy did infect the TS930, but the
TS820 kept going and going... thanks to last minute repairs on
the TS820 by K4YYL.

I took so much equipment, T could barely check in at the
Greenville airport by myself. Can you imagine the pain
carrying a TS930 and TS820 through 3 airport in one day? My
arms were sore for a week after the contest!

I got on the air Thursday night, and everything seemed OK. [
headed out for my last big meal before the contest: a salad,
sandwich and Coors Light at the “Cock and Feather”
restaurant in downtown Hamilton,

Friday was spent unpacking the rest of the tools, securing the
vertical on the roof of the house {good thing: Saturday night
brought rain and 40 MPH winds). and trying to figure out how
to radiate a 1.8 MHz signal from an 80 - 10 meter vertical,

I took a short nap right before the contest started, and at
O000z [ started calling CQ. I called CQ ... I called CQ ... ]
called CQ... OH NO! Just like the summer of 1987, I was
fighting the Europeans for a frequency to work stateside! I
finally got going on 80, switched to 20, and then back 10 80. A
lot of the SE Packetcluster guys and gals started calling in,

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and I felt like I might make a go of this after all. I QSY’ed to
40 and had a good run going, but the TS930 died. I abandoned
hope for 40 for the night — back 1o 80 and 20 on the TS820.

I managed to stay awake until 5:00 am Saturday, when the rate
dropped very low and I took my planned nap. When I got
going again around 8:00 am Saturday, it was a repeat of Friday
night on 20: fighting the Europeans for a run frequency. This
pattern held up Saturday and Sunday until around 5:00 pm,
when 15 and 10 finally faded and I could make some
headway. Remember, I was only running 100 watts to a
vertical on the roof of the house. No KW and yagis. Visitors to
Bermuda are not aliowed a “VP9” call or power output greater
than 150 watts.

Sunday morning at 2 am I finally figured out what I was going
to do to get on 160 meters. I took 130 feet of wire and
wrapped it onto the feed point of the HF6V vertical; this 130
feet was then strung out about 5 - 10 feet above the ground
between 2 lots, 1 worked NQ4I on 160, for the only station to
work me on 6 bands -— way to go Rick! My only other 160M
QSO was with, big surprise, KSUR. I did call NSAU and
K1ZM, but they never heard me.

Sunday brought a lot of people out of the woodwork, and
some of those who went to the Charlotte hamfest worked me.
The Packetcluster-generated pile-ups were quick, efficient and
fun ! I saw my rates (calculated by CT) jump to 250 per hour
or more, and I regularly made 4 t0 5 QSO’s per minute during
these Packetcluster pile-ups.

I spent most of Sunday bouncing from 15 to 10, trying to work
multipliers and get runs going. Believe me, it was impossible
to do much when the band was open to Europe. I ended the
contest on 80 meters, with a good run to lots of the SE
Packetcluster gang.

The finally tally was 1904 QSO’s, 212 multipliers. and slightly
over 1.2 million points. Even though it was difficult, 15 meters
was the best band with 500 QSO’s and 46 multipliers. I broke
all personal goals I had set for this contest in terms of
operating time and score. I had, quite frankly, never tried to
compete this fully in a contest before; my total hours of
operation were 36. [ did miss my goal of 2000 QSO's,
however.

It was amazing to have the Europeans calling me begging for a
“new country contact.” I worked about 200 QSO’s before the
contest, and worked a few Europeans during the contest just so
they would leave me alone, 1 even had a JA call me on 10
meters.

On Thursday night, while waiting for K4JPD to QSY to 80, I
heard UF6FAL calling CQ on 3.795 with a tremendous 5 X 7
signal! I called him but he never heard me. The propagation
west of VE3 just wasn’t there for me: no VE4/5/6/8.

The stateside (USA and Canada) operators were GOQD —
period! 98% of all calls were in and out, wham-bamm.
However, it was those 2% that just kept giving 2 letters of
their call that caused me concern. 1, quite honestly, never
realized it before so let me give you some advice “from the
other end™: if the DX/contest station is working a pileup, give
your full call unless other directions are given. 1 would be
working 4, 5 or 6 stations a minute a1t times and if I heard a
full call I would log it; a partial call requires twice as much
time to Q80 and log.

Once or twice the pileup got very thick,and I couldn’t discem
even a partial call, At that point, 1 just said “Who was the 4”
or “Who was the station with Alpha?” That would reduce the
pileup, and I could pick out calls and keep on trucking.

Biggest contest mistake: putting up an antenna at 2 am in 50
degree weather, rain, and 40 MPH winds. I almost couldn’t
talk Sunday moming!

Second biggest contest mistake: not taking a beam.,

Third biggest contest mistake: trying to eat too little food. I
had planned to live on bottled water, granola, and crackers.
Saturday night found me at the “Cock and Feather” for some
real food (cheeseburger, fries, Coors).

The VP9’s have a fun 2m repeater. It is a running wit test
among VPSID, VPOMM, VPIKG, elc., and all in the name of
fun,

1 saw the “Worked All Bermuda” award in Glen/VP9ID’s
shack. It is truly beautiful, and can be earned by QSL’ing all 9
Bermuda parishes. During the ARRL Field Day this summer,
the VP9 Field Day will also be held. They pian to activate two
of the rarer parishes. Get your cards out and see what you
need! Send me a Packet mail message if you'd like a list of
the Bermmuda parishes.

I have received about 500 QSL's so far, and should be able to
begin answering them in about 3 weeks.
