INFORMATION JUST BEGGING FOR YOUR CONSIDERATION-IT AFFECTS US ALL,
REALLY IT DOES!

There's been a large decrease in the number of hams holding privileges below 50 MHz within the past
few months. At the same time, there's been a great increase in the no-code ranks.

Some numbers through November of 1998:

June, 1997 through November, 1998

That's a net loss of 5,690 licensed amateurs in the US, despite an increase of 15,586 new no-code
license holders. This means a drop of 21,546 licensees with privileges below 30 MHz in just 18
months time. We can draw certain conclusions from this data: 1) We've all got to stop getting older,
and ultimately passing away; 2) We should all start doing whatever we can to ensure that these recent
non-HF-licensed hams learn and understand something of what they might be missing. In other
words, get them to upgrade.
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The logical and final conclusion is more sobering. If we do NOT do one of the above choices, ham
radio-as we know and love it-will change forever. Probably unrecognizably so. Since #1 isn't really
an option, and since change is inevitable, wouldn't it be great if we worked to affect it-just a little bit?
I think so.

Remembering JY1

The untimely death of King Hussein, JY1, this past weekend brought back a lot of memories for me,
In July 1979, King Hussein gave me, my two sons and another couple from Charlotte an all expense
paid trip to Jordan and Cyprus for two weeks.

In 1979, as now, [ was very active in DXing along with Paul, K4BF, from Charlotte. We were good
friends of Captain Clyde Huddleston, JY9DI & 5B4DI, who was an American 747 Airline Captain
for the Royal Jordanian Airlines and also a good personal friend of King Hussein.

After King Hussein learned of my first wife's death in May 1979, he extended an invitation to Paul
and me to visit his country which we graciously accepted. After determining our best time to go visit
we had to make many personal arrangements and get passports for the first time. After finalizing our
dates with the Palace, our only requirements were to get to Kennedy Airport in New York. After that
everything was taken care of.

After spending a couple of days in New York City, the day and time came for us to board the 747 for
Amman, Jordan. When we arrived at the terminal we immediately realized we were not just another
tourist on the airplane. The five of us were the only ones in First Class and Paul and I were also told

that we had cockpit privileges so we could play K4MQG and K4BF / Aeronautical Mobile. WOW,
what fun..

After a 22-hour flight we arrived in Amman. The 747 stopped short of the main terminal and the five
of us were removed and taken to their VIP lounge where we waited for our luggage to arrive. Qur
passports were stamped, but NO customs inspections. Hi Hi

We were met by Clyde, JY9DI, his XYL Carolyn, JY9YL, Mohammed, JY4MB, and two Palace
drivers with Mercedes limousines. We were driven to a large hotel in downtown Amman across the
street from the American Embassy. There we were told we could spend no money, that everything we
needed was to be charged to the hotel room which would then be paid by the Palace.

From this point on was a two week whirlwind, unbelievable experience. Prince Raad, I'Y2RZ, who
was seen many times on TV this week during the funeral services, spent a lot of time with us. He
arranged sight seeing trips, evening socials and dinners with other local JY's. We spent the first week
with JY4MB touring around the c¢ountry in the two Palace limos. We visited the Dead Sea, Petra, Mt.
Nebo and many other biblical and historic sites. At night we were treated to fabulous dinners at the
homes of some of the local JY's.

The second week we were surprised when Prince Raad asked us to fly to Cyprus with him. We all
went over on Cyprus Airlines as his guest, but we stayed at Clyde's QTH in Limassol where we spent
a lot of time playing ham radio and participating in the annual wine festival.

Paul and I also had the opportunity to play ham radio from both of Clyde's QTHs under our own
calls, My calls were JYS8MQ in Jordan and K4MQG/5B4 in Cyprus. My son, Gary Jr., also operated
with his call as JYSHVI and KA4HVI/5B4. We operated daily while in Jordan and Cyprus and spoke
to many of our friends here in W4 land.

Unfortunately, I never got to personally meet King Hussein while there. We were scheduled to go to
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the Palace on four different occasions, but were bumped each time by some political event that
needed King Hussein's attention.

In March 1980, I invited King Hussein, JY1, to be our guest DX speaker at the Charlotte Hamfest.
Unfortunately he was not able to attend, but he did send Mr. Blackie Blackburn, JY9BB, as his
representative. His DX program probably had the largest attendance of any program in Hamfest
history. It featured the November '79 8Z4A DXpedition to the Iraq / Saudi Arabia Neutral Zone
which was financed by King Hussein. We anticipated a large turnout so we secured an auditorium at
the Raddison Plaza for the Saturday night DX forum and it was packed.

The passing of JY1, a world class diplomat, will be a real loss to the world of Amateur Radio.
