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From the President:  
 
My friends, this is the last “President’s letter” you will see from me for a while.  I am taking a break from being an 
officer or board member of the Club for next year or so.  My family needs more and more of my time for the next 
few months, and I may, in fact, be on some sort of medical leave early in 2002.  Recent personal events at home 
are consuming more of my free time, and my wife Sue also needs me more.  My work responsibilities have also 
increased in recent months, in part due to staff reductions as a result of the downturn in the economy. 
 
In a year or so, I anticipate being able to return to a more active role in the operations of the Club.  I will not be 
completely idle, however.  The Hamfest and public service committees will continue to be assisted by me.  I will 
also help keep an eye on our repeaters, and try to help complete many of the projects we started this past year, but 
have not completed.  These projects include an inventory of the Club’s assets, making improvements to the Club 
station at the Red Cross, installing a modem at our 145.29 repeater site (and repairing the modem at 145.23), and 
looking for ways to attract new members, especially young people.

The MS Society certainly understands this, and I believe that 
key personnel with the March of Dimes and the American Diabetes Association also agree.  Other volunteers in 
these events or the Crop Walk do not always understand what we can do. 
 
We need to do a better job of promoting our capabilities.  We just completed the Simulated Emergency Test on 
Saturday November 3rd, and had excellent participation, plus tests of how well we can communicate in various 
ways.  I am concerned, however, that people will continue to be ignorant of our capabilities.  I am concerned that 
they will be complacent, thinking that cell phones will do the job, and so forth.  We discovered during Hugo and 
Floyd, and again in September with the terrorist attacks, that amateur radio WORKS when other means of commu-
nications are out.  We must all be ambassadors and help promote amateur radio, and we must be ready to assist if 
the situation calls for it. 
 
Thank YOU for allowing me to serve as your Club President.  I look forward to assisting the officers and board of 
2002 in whatever way that I can.  As we approach the holiday season, may God bless all of you and your families.
